CALL TO ORDER

PRACTICE COMMITTEE REPORT
Thomas Orisich reported that changes to practice law and list things as scope of practice.
Additionally, Mr. Orisich reported that the Regulations will be revised primarily the authoritative survey. The goal is to have MSS submit a bill based on the recommendations. Milena Trust stated the list is fairly accurate and made some changes. Joseph Cullingford will print it out for the committee. NEW BUSINESS 
Tom Orisich reported the Drone company in their latest brochure use the word surveying in the flyer.

Mr. Orisich forwarded the email with the flyer to Joseph Cullingford. Mr. Cullingford will follow up with the Drone company and discuss removing the word surveying from the flyer. Mr. Orisich also reported that he attended the EPS meeting in Clemson and they are moving forward with divisional exams. Additionally, Mr. Orisich has been appointed to the EPS committee again. OLD BUSINESS 
Educational Equivalency Regulations – Milena Trust submitted a draft of the proposed changes to the guidelines in the Regulations. The Board reviewed and provided feedback and recommendations. Ms. Trust will send the updated guidelines to the Board. A recommendation was raised to list the time (months/percentages) next to each requirement instead of hours. Joseph Cullingford and T.J Frazier volunteered to prepare a draft of an I-chart with time added next to each requirement and will give to the Board to review at next meeting.
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT – Joseph Cullingford reminded the Board beginning August 1st, the parking lot downstairs will be closed. Mr. Cullingford will send an email to all Board Members along with recommended parking garages. Additionally, Mr. Cullingford will prepare blank expense vouchers for subsequent meetings.
