CALL TO ORDER


John Mettee, Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES

Motion (I) was made by Mr. Ocker, seconded by Mr. Lavelle and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the December 4, 2013 meeting as written.
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COMPLAINT COMMITTEE

OLD BUSINESS
ADMENDMENTS TO CPC REGULATIONS 

Ms. Trust provided the Board with a copy of a draft.  She explained this gives the licensee a one time exception from CPC requirements, but they must notify the Board before the license expires.  They have six months to comply with the waiver and explain to the Board what their intentions are to gain the required CPC credits.


Motion (III) was made by Mr. Jensen, seconded by Mr. Ocker and unanimously carried to propose the amendment to Regulation .12 Exceptions from Compliance with CPC Requirements.
PROPOSE LSIT CERTIFICATE FEE


Ms. Edwards reported that the $15 certificate fee was mistakenly excluded from the regulations when they were promulgated in 2003.  A motion (IV) was made by Mr. Ocker, seconded by Mr. Jensen and unanimously propose a LSIT certificate fee of $15.00.    

PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY REGULATION


Ms. Trust provided the Board with a copy of the revised Prince George's County regulation that she prepared and sent to them to include Professional Land Surveyor.  It is not known if they amended their regulations.
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MARYLAND SOCIETY OF SURVEYORS - LEGISLATION

Tim Quinn stated that the Society has been following SB 644 which would establish a state policy on open data.  He offered to submit a letter of support for the firm permit bill.  He said that the MSS has been in contact with New Home Builders Association regarding the bill.  Ms. Trust noted that the bill passed the Senate.  Mr. Quinn further stated that the Society is also following HB 1302, the certificate of merit bill and noted that amendments have been made.


Mr. Quinn stated that the Society's so-called "degree bill" was introduced.  It was heard by Economic Matters Committee and is in subcommittee now.  Mr. Quinn said that we have the opportunity to amend the bill at this time.  Ms. Trust noted that some changes need to be made.  The Board discussed the bill at length and suggested changes were agreed upon.

Bill Orsinger reported to the Board that MSS will have a display booth at Towson University on March 18th, 2014 regarding GIS.
