CALL TO ORDER  

John Mettee, Chairman called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

MINUTES        

Motion (I) was made by Mr. Orisich, seconded by Mr. Lavelle and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the April 3, 2013 meeting as written.
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COMPLAINT COMMITTEE


13-LS-08 - Closed.  Contractural issue.


Motion (II) was made by Mr. Jensen, seconded by Mr. Lavelle to accept the complaint committee's report as submitted.

CORRESPONDENCE


The Board received a copy of a memo from NCEES regarding notice of future changes to NCEES Exams and Supporting Materials.  The Board found this to be informational only.
MSP COMMITTEE

Before the next meeting of the committee, Mr. Orisich and Ms. Trust are going to appear before the Real Estate Commission to discuss the issue of location drawings.  They will report to the Board at the June meeting.

LEGISLATIVE UPDATE

Ms. Trust stated that HB 353, which makes exam-related changes to the law, passed.  In light of the move to computer-based testing, the Board needs to decide if they want to put a limit on the number of times a candidate can take the exam or stay with the current procedure of unlimited attempts.  The Board asked that this issue be tabled for next month's meeting so they can review the bill and the NCEES Model Rules.


Ms. Trust also informed the Board that the Severn River Watershed bill passed.


It was noted that an article appeared in the Licensure Exchange regarding engineering surveys.  It reported that the Engineering Surveys Task Force appointed by NCEES President Gene Dinkins to study the issue decided to modify, not remove, the ability of an engineer to complete surveying incidental to the practice of engineering from the model law.  The Task Force will present a motion at the NCEES annual meeting in August. 
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NCEES UPDATE


Mr. Orisich informed the Board that he will be attending a meeting in Clemson in a few weeks.  The cut score for the new PS examination is in place.

He said there were no complaints about the PS moving to a closed book examination.

MARYLAND SOCIETY OF SURVEYORS REPORT 


Mr. Mettee reported that the MSS Spring Conference was held April 11 & 12, 2013 and an item writing session was held.  There were four attendees and they developed 22 questions.  At the Fall Conference he is preparing to hold a full-day item writing session to develop questions for both state specific exams.

It was noted that the PE firm permit bill passed but the PLS firm permit bill did not pass and the Board is not submitting another bill at this time.  Tim Quinn informed the Board that MSS will try to draft a firm permit bill and get it introduced next year.

Mr. Quinn reported that on May 21st, the General Membership meeting will be held. On August 29-31, 2013, a Surveyors Historical Society Rendezvous 2013 will be held.  


Tim Quinn informed the Board that CCBC courses are up for review before the State Department of Education in 2014.  Mr. Banzhoff will re-introduce and re-energize the survey course currently offered at CCBC.
