A motion (II) was made by Tammy Rollins, seconded by John Mettee and unanimously carried to accept the Complaint Committee report.
CORRESPONDENCE
The Board discussed Assistant AG Kathryn Rowe’s response to a letter from State Senator Richard Ramirez regarding unlicensed government employees performing work that would be considered professional surveying. The Board noted that there is a statutory exclusion for federal government employees. The Board agreed with Ms. Rowe that is has been generally recognized that individuals who are employed by state or local government are also exempt from licensure. 
The Board reviewed an email from Ed Hickey regarding the use of laser surveying for 3D modeling for the federal government. The Board confirmed that a license is not needed to work on federal property. It was noted that the email was not clear if the map created would be a topographical map. Topographical maps cannot be certified by an unlicensed individual. Milena Trust will respond.
The Board discussed several ethics and enforcement questions received in an email from TJ Frazier.
Milena Trust advised the Board that it would not be an ethics issue if a Board member participated in local Work Force Development or career day activities as a professional surveyor and not as a member of the Board.

NEW BUSINESS


The Board briefly discussed the NCEES request for nominations for the NE Zone Distinguished Service Award.


Tom Orisich noted that the application review sheet should also reflect the alternate requirement of 18 months experience with 9 hours of education under Minor Engineering. He also noted that the percentages under each column were incorrect. Leigh will revise the review sheet.
