Helen Johnson’s Retirement
Helen Johnson, who served as Assistant Executive Director of the Commission, retired on August 1, 2013.  Ms. Johnson served the Maryland Home Improvement Commission for 15 years, including as Assistant Executive Director for the past 4 years.  Ms. Johnson represented the Commission with distinction during her tenure and assisted thousands of homeowners and contractors.  The Commissioners thanked Ms. Johnson for her service, congratulated her on her retirement, and wished her all the best in the future.   
Maryland Mold Remediation Services Act Update
The Maryland Mold Remediation Services Act was scheduled to go into effect July 1, 2013; however, the Department has indefinitely delayed implementation of the Act until appropriate funding is available. The Executive Director presented a draft of proposed regulations to the Commissioners. Following a brief discussion, the Commissioners agreed to review the draft and to discuss the proposed regulations at the October Commission meeting.  
Draft of Proposed Regulations for Products and Services Included and Not Included 

in the Definition of “Home Improvement”
The Commissioners reviewed a draft of a proposed regulation that would list the products and services that are included in the definition of “home improvement” and a list of products and services that are not included in the definition of home improvement.  Following a short discussion, the Commissioners agreed to review the list again at the October Commission meeting.  
Presentation of Governor’s Citation, DLLR Certificate and Chairman’s Plaque 
to the Family of John Borz
DLLR Deputy Secretary Scott Jensen honored John Borz, the former Chair of the Commission, who served as a member of the Commission for 27 years, and thanked his family for his tremendous contribution to the Department.   Mr. Jensen also presented the Borz family with a Governor’s Citation and a Certificate of Commemoration from the Maryland Department of Labor Licensing and Regulation, and the Chairman’s plaque from the Home Improvement Commission.  The Commissioners and the Executive Director remembered Mr. Borz as an incredible leader, mentor, and colleague, and thanked his family for coming to the meeting.  Todd Borz thanked the Commission for remembering his father.   Mr. Jensen also thanked the Commissioners for all the tremendous work they do for the Department and for the people of Maryland.
