CALL TO ORDER


Chairman Griffin called the meeting to order at 10:33 a.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Approval of the minutes has been deferred to the October meeting, due to corrections that need to be made.
INCIDENT COMMITTEE REPORT


Captain Joseph Hartnett addressed the Board and recommended that Incident # 16-02 be dismissed. 

Captain Joseph Hartnett also reported to the Board that incident # 16-03, opened May 18, 2016, be investigated before the Board makes a decision.  The U. S Coast Guard and National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) will be conducting an investigation.  This accident caused no personal injuries but the estimated damage is in the millions.  The vessel was not effected and was able to depart without delay.
Motion (I) by Captain Michael Reagoso, seconded by Timothy Kassel, and unanimously carried to accept the report of the Incident Committee.
PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT

Captain Nielsen reported the following:

Arrivals – Arrivals are exactly the same as they were this time last year.
Shifts – Shifts are up 10% compared to April.  Coal has resumed 
Pilot years of service – There has not been a change since the last report.
Pilot Ages – There is not a change from last report. The largest number of pilots is in the 35-39 age group.

Retiring Pilots – Three pilots are expected to retire, and two projected to retire in 2017 and zero in 2018.
Port Reports – If Sparrows Point succeeds in paving the acreage of land before this time next year, business is estimated to pick up and become a big asset for the Ports of Maryland. 

Proposed Pilot Complement –  Captain Nielsen suggested keeping the pilot complement around the mid to upper 60’s. The Association of Pilots are taking three pilots-in-training to start November 1, 2016.  
Ms. Watson will notify the three candidates on the eligibility list that they have been selected.
Motion (II) was made by Captain William Smith, seconded by Captain Joseph Hartnett, and unanimously carried to accept the Pilot Complement Report.

WORK RULES COMMITTEE

Captain Eric Nielsen reported that the Work Rules Committee met via conference call to consider a proposed new rule.  This Rule was approved by the members of the Association in a vote concluded on April 15, 2016.  The new Rule is titled “Temporary Suspension of Rules”, which the CDO (Chief Dispatching Officer) can use under extraordinary circumstances, including but not limited to extreme weather conditions.  This new Rule temporary suspends the operation of Work Rules dealing with List Administration (Chapter 2), Appointments (Chapter 3), and Assignment Intervals(Chapter 4).
Motion (III) was made by Captain Michael Reagoso, seconded by Michael Rye, and unanimously carried to accept the updated Work Rules.
PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE

There has been three names selected to start November 1, 2016.
QUALIFICATION COMMITTEE
