Mrs. Kastner requested clarification on the renewal period for Backflow Instructors and Technicians.  She stated that she was informed Technicians would be required to renew every five years instead of every three years.  Mr. Kastner informed her that it was a typographical error and that Mr. Papavasiliou is in the processing of working on the errata sheet to correct this issue.  He stated that Instructors renew every 5 years and Technicians renew every 3 years.
