APPEARANCE OF FERAS ALNATOUR


Feras Alnatour appeared before the Board to discuss what courses he would need to take in order to receive an Engineer-In-Training certificate after passing the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam.  He originally applied to sit for the FE exam in December 2016 and his application was reviewed by the Board at the February 2017 Board meeting.  Mr. Alnatour obtained a BS degree in Highways and Bridges Engineering from Al-Balqu’ Applied University in 2005.  He obtained a course by course evaluation from World Education Services and completed the Engineering Curriculum Checklist which is required when an applicant has a degree that is not EAC/ABET approved.  His application was denied because only 9 semester credit hours were accepted in Mathematics when 15 are required and only 12 semester credit hours were accepted in Basic Sciences when 15 are required.  


Mr. Alnatour stated that he understood effective July 1, 2017 applicants no longer need approval from the Board to sit for the FE exam but once he passes the exam he would like to obtain an Engineer-In-Training certificate and submitted a list of courses he was interested in taking. He asked the Board if these courses would satisfy those deficiencies.  



Chairman Arndt reviewed his application again and reversed the decision regarding the statistics course but still found deficiencies in mathematics and basic sciences.  The Chairman informed Mr. Alnatour that the biology course that he intended to take would be sufficient and that any basic science courses that he needs to take must be geared toward engineering.

NEW BUSINESS

Position on Issues for NCEES Annual Meeting


Chairman Arndt reviewed the motions that will come before the NCEES Annual Meeting being held in Miami, FL on August 23-25, 2017 and submitted his analysis of motions of particular interest to the Board.  The Board discussed those issues and came to an agreement on how the Board will vote.  Mr. Mongan has been designated as the person who will vote on behalf of the Maryland PE Board.  
OLD BUSINESS

Educational Requirements



Ms. Trust informed the Board that she completed drafting the proposed changes the Board suggested to the Statute.  The Board asked if the changes can be implemented immediately by Board policy but Ms. Trust informed the Board that the proposed changes conflict with the current law and therefore cannot be implemented until the law is changed.
Digital Signature Regulation


Chairman Arndt reported that revisions to the digital signature regulations were approved by the architect’s and surveyor’s Boards with minor changes. Ms. Trust has prepared the proposed changes but all pending regulations have been put on hold due to the moratorium on all regulations.
CPC Requirements


Ms. Trust informed the Board that the proposed changes to the CPC Regulations were set to be published on August 18, 2017 in the Maryland Register but all pending regulations have been put on hold due to the moratorium on all regulations.
