REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 


Mr. Long introduced Frazier West, the new Investigator for the Professional Licensing Boards. Mr. Long also mentioned the new Assistant Executive Director, Mr. Joe Cullingford, will start on Wednesday, August 15, 2018.
