The Complaint Committee reviewed two applications for reinstatement of license and recommends reinstatement for both.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Dr. Arndt, and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider applications of Accurate Infrastructure Data, Inc, ACF Environmental, and CEU Leaf, LLC.
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NEW BUSINESS


Joe Petrisino, the DP Programmer Analyst, introduced the new IT person, Dave Lautieri, to the Board.  Mr. Petrosino informed the Board of Mr. Lautieri's extensive programming background. The Board welcomed him aboard.  

Financial Update on Special Fund


The Board will defer this issue to the January meeting since Mr. Michael Vorgetts,  the Acting Commissioner, was unable to attend the meeting.    
OLD BUSINESS

Update on Staff Issues


Ms. Courtney informed the Board that Monday, December 9, 2013 was the last day to submit applications for the position of Assistant Executive Director.

Examination Policy Regarding Number of Times to Sit


Motion (VI) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously carried to amend the regulations deleting the deadline for submission of an FE examination application and to give the Board 90 calendar days to review and act on a FE examination application. 

Review of Engineering Curriculum Requirements


The Board asked Dr. Arndt to review the regulations regarding the Engineering Curriculum to see if any changes or modifications need to be made.  He agreed to do so.  This matter will be deferred until the January 9, 2014 meeting.

Changes to CPC Regulations


Ms. Trust mentioned that the Board has received several letters and emails from licensees who honestly feel they cannot meet the CPC requirements.  Ms. Trust stated that since the term of the license cannot be extended,  she drafted a provision for the Board's review which would provide a more workable solution for cases that involve non-compliance with CPC under extenuating circumstances.  After much discussion, the Board agreed that a licensee who claims extenuating circumstances must provide proof of their circumstance and may be allowed up to six months to comply with the CPC requirements.  Ms. Trust will prepare a second draft for the January 9, 2014 meeting.
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Firm Permit


Ms. Perrin stated that she will be prepared to discuss this matter at the January 9, 2014 meeting.
Electronic Signatures


Ms. Trust came up with the first draft of possible language that could be added to the regulation that deals with sealing requirements.


There was a lengthy discussion regarding the integrity of an electronic signature and how it can be regulated.  Dr. Arndt emphasized that any changes to the definition of "original signature"  that may be added to the regulations does not change or modify the seal or title block requirements and that the regulations should state this .  Mr. Rickert suggested that the regulations state that the digital signature must contain the licensee's name instead of "an identification unique to a licensee using it".  Ms. Perrin suggested that Model Law language be used.  Chairman Harclerode stated that digital signature software includes an automatic date and that as part of the submission process and that  the permitting agency may require that the submitter keep and original copy on file.  This matter will be addressed again at the January 9, 2014 meeting.
