NEW BUSINESS
Public Notice of Board Meetings

Ms. Edwards asked the Board if it is acceptable to notify the public of upcoming meetings using the DLLR calendar on the website instead of publishing the meeting dates through the Maryland Register.   She stated that if the deadline for posting the meeting dates are not met, that information would have to be published in the Daily Record which charges a fee. This happens when meeting dates are either cancelled or changed and there is not enough time to notify the public through the Maryland Register.
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Chairman Arndt suggested that one last notice be sent to the Maryland Register to inform the public that the meeting dates can be found by checking the website.  Ms. Perrin suggested that a blast email be sent to all licensees informing them of the change.

Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Harclerode, and unanimously carried to publish the meeting dates on the website.  

Review of PE Reciprocity Application

The Board discussed the proposed changes to the PE Reciprocity Application.  The Board discussed renaming the options under which an applicant can apply for licensure and how applications should be processed when an applicant applies under the non-academic option. 
Chairman Arndt proposed adding to the application that if an applicant is applying under Option 3, then he must explain how his/her engineering work experience meets the responsible charge requirement.  If the information submitted is inadequate, the Board can ask for additional information according to the statute.   Ms. Trust will revise the note under Options on page one of the application as suggested.  
Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Rickert, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to incorporate the law into the options under which an applicant can apply in the reciprocity application.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (VII) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Chairman Arndt, and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider Application of the Baltimore Aircoil Company.  The Committee is requesting additional information from TUMU Engineers Salon.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR


Ms. Edwards stated that as of today 642 Firm Permit applications has been issued. She also stated that a candidate has been selected for the contractual position, but there has been no update from personnel.  Ms. Edwards also asked for clarification from the Board regarding the change to the three time rule for the PE exam.  The Board responded that an applicant would have to reapply as a new candidate and update their engineering work experience and education if applicable if they did not pass the exam after three attempts.  The applicant no longer has to wait for two years before reapplying.

Chairman Arndt discussed the Regulatory Reform Commission Report with the Board.  Ms. Edwards advised that no action is required at this time.  One of the recommendations was to formalize and publish the Overlapping Practice Guide and to reevaluate the fee structure.  
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Chairman Arndt stated no action can be taken regarding the fee structure until the Board receives a financial report.


Ms. Trust mentioned the inconsistencies regarding continuing education across the design boards.  She stated that the Architects’ and Landscape Architects’ number of hours required to renew the license is in the law but for Land Surveyors’ and Engineers’, no number of hours are mentioned in the law. 

REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Ms. Trust stated that Ms. Edwards prepared a draft regulation  to set the Firm Permit fee at $0.

Recommendations of Complaint Committee for Fines for Non-Compliance of CPC


Mr. Farinas mentioned he submitted our audit procedures to the Law Enforcement Committee of NCEES.  He stated he will meet with them in January 2016 and will report any recommendations to the Board at the February 11, 2016 meeting. 
CORRESPONDENCE
Email from Tom Orisich regarding FEMA Elevation Certificates


The Board discussed an email from Tom Orisich regarding the FEMA Elevation Certificate.  He attached a portion of the certificate that was approved by the City of Baltimore as part of their building permit.  It appears that the City of Baltimore is requiring Professional Engineers to sign and seal the certificate as part of their approval process.  The Board will get input from the Surveyor’s Board and send a joint letter to the City of Baltimore.  Ms. Perrin suggests that a representative from both boards meet with Baltimore City to clarify when a certificate should be signed by an engineer or a surveyor.  Ms. Trust will draft a letter based upon the article written by John Mettee regarding FEMA Elevation Certificates. 
Email from Andrew Sines regarding the Engineering Firm Permit

The Board received an email form Andrew Sines dated December 7, 2015.  He is the only on staff engineer of the Beitzel Corporation.  A representative of the Beitzel Corporation met with the Board at the November 12, 2016 wanting clarification on the new Firm Permit 
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requirement.  Mr. Sines was not aware of the meeting and had questions of his own.  There was confusion about the comments related to him by the representative of the Beitzel Corporation.  The Boards’ position is that they cannot and will not get involved in any employer/employee relationship and cannot comment on any comments made by the representative of Beitzel who appeared at the November 2015 Board meeting.  The Board can confirm when a firm permit is required. The Board asked Ms. Trust to draft a response to Mr. Sines.
