NEW BUSINESS 

Funded Delegates for the 2020 NCEES Zone Interim Meeting


Chairman Mongan, Mr. Arndt, Mr. Farinas, Mr. Rickert and Ms. Perrin expressed interest in attending the 2020 NCEES Zone Interim meeting being held in Houston, TX from April 23-25, 2020.  It was decided that Chairman Mongan, Mr. Farinas, and Ms. Perrin would be the funded delegates.  Mr. Cullingford stated Ms. Trust will be funded by the Land Surveyors’ Board and that paperwork would be submitted for Mr. Arndt and Mr. Rickert to be funded by the State. 
NCEES 2020 Call for Award Nominations


Mr. Arndt suggested that Ms. Trust be nominated for a NCEES National Service Award.  The Board agreed.  Mr. Cullingford will begin to work on the submission which he would like to have done by the second week in January since the nominations are due by the end of January 2020. 
Confirming Past Exam Categories



The Board received an email form David Bartholomew regarding a verification of licensure and exams that was submitted to NCEES.  Mr. Bartholomew appeared before the Board to try to get his verification corrected. The verification processed by Board staff stated Mr. Bartholomew had taken the PE Civil exam but Mr. Bartholomew stated he took the PE Electrical exam.    


After the Board questioned Mr. Bartholomew and reviewed the available documentary evidence they found that Mr. Bartholomew took the PE Electrical Examination.  The Board agreed to correct the exam records to show he took the PE Electrical/Computer exam.  Board staff will send a corrected verification of licensure and exams to NCEES.

Legislative Update

REPORT FROM ETHICS COMMITTEE



Mr. Mongan stated the Ethics Committee has a short meeting after the November 14, 2019 Board meeting. The Committee hopefully will have a Board sponsored Ethics course available in the spring of 2020. The Board members have questions on the delivery method, contents, outcome measures and software availability. Mr. Cullingford stated that the software would have to be purchased, but this could not happen until the course was near completion.  The Committee intends to start assigning tasks to the members of the Committee to work on.  The Board intends to include MSPE in this process.


Mr. Mongan asked Ms. Trust if she had any update on the MSPE proposed legislation on CPC reciprocity. Her response was no. 

REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 


Mr. Cullingford stated the October 2019 PE exam scores were released this morning.  He also mentioned he will begin to track travel and parking vouchers.  He informed the Board that the Department will still be moving but when and where had not been determined yet. A building is needed that will house approximately 1100 people and that a Request for Proposal will go out shortly.  Mr. Cullingford also informed the Board that they still have to park elsewhere because this building’s parking garage will remain closed.
