REPORT FROM ETHICS COMMITTEE
Mr. Cullingford reported that approximately 500 licensees have taken the Board sponsored Ethics exam within three weeks and that averages about 10 – 20 per week.  He also mentioned a classmate of his, who is a licensed Professional Engineer, thanked the Board for having the ethics course.

Dr. Arndt stated he has drafted a presentation on ethics that he would like the Board to review before adding the voice over.  The presentation consists of 20-25 slides and he is working on the script.  At the end of the presentation there is a review and a test that needs to be taken. Dr. Arndt will be sending the package out to the Board members for review.  He is shooting for this course to go live around June 2021.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Mr. Cullingford presented graphs to the Board members showing the PE licensing trends.  Overall, Mr. Cullingford stated the number of licensees has increased by approximately 800 and that our revenue is slightly up compared to this time last year.  The graph showed EIT certificate holders has increased and that PE Firm trends are up, but the firms generate no revenue. 


Ms. Trust asked did the graph represent both people licensed originally in MD and licenses issued by reciprocity and Mr. Cullingford explained that the system does not break down that information and there are limitations on what data can be pulled from our current system.
