The Complaint Committee reviewed two applications for reinstatement of license and recommends the applications be approved.
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Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Rickert, and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider applications of AVO Training Institute, Inc., Clark Construction Group, LLC, Hydraulic Institute, and LMK Technologies.  The Board is requesting additional biographical information on the presenters for the Ruskin Company and detailed course descriptions from the Virginia Asphalt Association.
NEW BUSINESS

HB 702

Ms. Trust stated the Maryland Society of Society is seeking to introduce legislation to require a degree to in order to get licensed as a land surveyor.  If it passes, it will phase out the experience only option by 2023.  Ms. Trust stated that since the PE law and the Architect law have experience only options, the MSS bill may have an impact or be of interest.  The legislature may want to know the position of the other design boards.  She stated that the PLS board is taking no position on the bill.   The board discussed the impact and implications.  Ms. Perrin said the PE board should not take a position if PLS board is not.  Dr Arndt noted that although the PE board has discussed eliminating option (d), no definitive action has been taken.
Early administration of the PE exam


Ms. Perrin stated that she and Ms. Trust serve on NCEES' UPLG committee.  The committee has been charged with drafting changes to the NCEES model law to facilitate decoupling the exam requirement from experience requirement thereby allowing individuals to take P&P straight out of college and acquire experience afterwards.  Ms. Perrin said the purpose is to get more people licensed.  Some states will adopt model law and it may affect reciprocity.   Experience for structural license will remain pre-exam.   Ms. Trust stated that data is needed to indicate the benefit of doing this rather than relying on someone's opinion that it will allow more people to get licensed.  If you are going to allow people to take PE right out of college, what is the purpose of the FE.  Dr. Arndt stated that the point is if someone can pass exam without experience, more people will get licensed.  This will be discussed at zone meeting.  Dr. Arndt said Maryland should recommend this not be approved at this time and send it back to committee.
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OLD BUSINESS

Update on Staff Issues


Ms. Edwards stated that she has received and reviewed the applications for the Assistant Executive Director position.  Interviews will be scheduled in early March.  

Chairman Harclerode stated that he would like to set up a meeting with the new IT programmer to discuss electronic storage of records.
Firm Permit


The Board reviewed the draft of the Firm Permit application.  Items of discussion were who should sign the application and terminology of the certifications in Section V.  Ms. Trust will review the issues and report back at the next meeting.

The Board discussed the impact that the firm permit licensing would have on the administrative staff who will initially have to process all the applications at one time.  It was suggested that Jim Otradavec of CEC be contacted to obtain the approximate number and size of engineering firms in the state so that staff could begin planning the implementation of the law and evaluate the additional staff workload.  


Fees need to be set for the permit.  The Board has been discussing a tiered schedule of fees.  Regulations will have to proposed.  The Board will hold a public hearing on May 16, 2014.
CORRESPONDENCE


The Board received an email from David Van der Vossen of Allen & Shariff Engineering, LLC.  He stated that local jurisdictions do not require stamped MEP engineering packages but rather allow contractors to design build them with no seal.  He asked if it is the board's "impression" that state law requires MEP work to be performed/sealed by a registered engineer.  After discussion, the board decided that mechanical, electrical and plumbing drawings are not directly under the purview of the Board.  The decision as to whether to require a professional engineer to sign and seal such drawings is up to the local jurisdictions discretion based on the project. 

An email was received from Virginio Rollamas appealing the Board's denial of his application for the P&P exam because the evaluation of his foreign education was not performed by an acceptable company.  Mr. Rollamas submitted additional documentation.  The Board agreed to accept the course by course evaluation, but Mr. Rollamas must complete Form 4.
