APPEARANCE OF JOSEPH SCHEFFY



Mr. Joseph Scheffy appeared before the Board to discuss possible reform of the Continuing Education requirements for MD Professional Engineers.  Mr. Scheffy attempted to present again to the Board his analysis of the financial impact of the continuing education requirement on MD Professional Engineers.  Mr. Mongan stated that Mr. Scheffy’s report should be reviewed by the committee that has been formed to discuss possible revisions to the CPC requirements and suggested that Mr. Scheffy provide copies of his report to all of the committee members since he is a member of that committee.

REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR



Mr. Long informed the Board he made an inquiry through Basecamp to determine which degree evaluation services were accepted by other licensing Boards.  Mr. Long reported that most Boards use either NCEES or Joseph Silney and Associates.  He also stated that in the year 2016 there were 709 applicants who took the Fundamentals of Engineering exam and chose Maryland as their jurisdiction but 187 of those applicants failed the exam.
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Ms. Trust stated the Legislative Session started on January 11, 2017 and that a Bill was submitted to allow Boards to send renewal notices by email.  She has not seen any other bills that may affect the Maryland PE Board.

Educational Requirements


Ms. Perrin provided the Board members with a copy of the NCEES Engineering Education Standard effective as of April 1, 2015.  She also submitted an article on “What Makes a PE?” written by Danielle Boykin and the Engineering Body of Knowledge Capabilities which was published in The Magazine for Professional Engineers.


Ms. Perrin mentioned that she will be comparing the Board’ Engineering Curriculum Checklist to the NCEES Education Standard and Ms. Trust will take a look at the Regulations regarding the Engineering Curriculum Checklist.  This issue will be discussed further at the February 2017 meeting.
