REPORT FROM ETHICS COMMITTEE

            Mr. Cullingford demonstrated a Learning Management System that can be used online for various topics of training with testing. The program is user friendly and includes the ability for the Board to offer online ethics training and testing to our licensees.  The overall goal is to offer an option for licensees to meet the statutorily required ethics training without cost.  If approved by the Board, Mr. Cullingford intends to implement the program in stages, starting with on online exam first and later evolving to annual training.  He stated that he could have the testing ready within a couple of months once logistics are worked out.  The test would cover general engineering ethics and Maryland State laws.
