This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 2:09 p.m.

The Complaint Committee reviewed six applications for reinstatement of license and recommends that four be approved and a consent order and fine be offered for the other two.
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Motion (IV) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Dr. Arndt, and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider application of PDH Source, LLC.  The Board requested PDH Source, LLC be informed in their approval letter that the Board only approves providers and not courses.   The Board is requesting additional biographical information on the presenters from Haag Education, LLC.
NEW BUSINESS

Final Action on CPC Requirements

Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Perrin, and unanimously carried to adopt the proposed amendments to the CPC regulations.   This amendment would allow a licensee to request a one time exception from CPC requirements due to extenuating circumstances.  The licensee must also submit a plan of action informing the Board how they intend to make up the CPC requirements within six months. 



The Board received an email from Joseph Erchenian dated July 15, 2014, requesting that the Board make an exception to the CPC requirements for unemployed engineers.  The Board agreed that they do not recognize unemployment as an extenuating circumstance and requested that a response be drafted to him informing him that there are sources of free continuing education courses through engineering societies.

Board's Position on Issues for NCEES Annual Meeting

The Board reviewed the motions that will come before the NCEES Annual Meeting being held in Seattle, Washington on August 20-23, 2014.  Dr. Arndt developed a condensed list of items that are of particular interest to the Board and made his recommendations to the Board.  The Board will discuss this at more length at the August 2014 Board meeting.  
OLD BUSINESS

Financial Update on Status of Special Fund


Mr. Vorgetts reported that the Special Fund is at a $7000 deficit.  He stated he may hire a temporary accountant to review the Fund and estimate future revenue.  Ms. Trust reported that Ms. Edwards compiled a first draft of the economic impact projected with fee increases across the Board.
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PUBLIC HEARING


 Public Hearing regarding the proposed amendment to Regulation .09 under COMAR  09.23.03 Code of Ethics to clarify the definition of "original signature" to include both handwritten and digital signatures began at 2:30 p.m. and ended at 2:50 p.m.  

Two individuals appeared in person and testified in support of the amendments.  In addition, written comments were received from nine others in support of the amendments.  One comment was received against the use of digital signatures.  One individual suggested that a process be established to allow plans to be revised under certain circumstances without invalidating the original seal and signature.  Another commenter suggested that DLLR build an authoritative public key server to insure that the digital signature cannot be forged.  One other comment urged the Board to consider the ramifications of proving the authenticity of the electronic seal and signature.

The Board discussed whether the regulations should allow for revisions without invalidation of the signature and decided against it.  Final action will be taken on the proposal at the August meeting.
Modification of Reinstatement Guidelines for Repeat Offenders


Motion (VII) was made by Dr. Arndt, seconded by Ms. Perrin, and unanimously carried to require applicants for reinstatement who signed and sealed on an expired license and were repeat offenders to be required to take additional professional development hours in ethics.  Applicants who fall into this category and whose license lapsed less than two licensing periods or four years will be required to take eight additional professional development hours in engineering ethics.  Applicants with a license lapsed for more than two licensing periods will be required to take 12 additional professional development hours in engineering ethics.

Based upon her conversation with Ms. Edwards, she felt that she had obtained the additional work experience that the Board requires when an applicant has failed the exam three times and requested permission to take the October 2014 PE exam.
