Chairman Arndt requested statics on CPC compliance and if the Board could discuss increasing the amount of fines imposed for noncompliance of the CPC requirements.   Chairman Arndt would also like to have an article in the By Design Newsletter to publicize that changes are coming regarding fines for not complying with the CPC requirements.  He wants to include statistics on licensees for fiscal year 2016 who were not compliant.  
CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Perrin and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider Applications of Minard Group USA and W. J. Castle, P.E., & Associates, P.C.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR


Mr. Long reported that 80% of the applications within this office have been scanned.  He also stated that he has reported issues regarding the changes to the NCEES website to Steve Matthews who has been very receptive.  


Chairman Arndt suggested that the Board take action at the NCEES Annual Meeting regarding the financial impact of the new NCEES website on the State Boards.  He asked that Mr. Long draft a letter for the Board to review at the next meeting.  Mr. Long stated there should be a discussion at the MBA forum at the Annual Meeting regarding this issue.

Mr. Long asked who would be our voting delegates for the NCEES Annual Meeting.  Mr. Farinas and Chairman Arndt will continue to be the voting delegates for the MD Board.
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Ms. Trust stated that mandatory ethics training was supposed to be today.  Due to the   amount of exam applications that had to be reviewed, the training was rescheduled for the September meeting.   Ms. Trust stated that she, Ms. Cherry, and Ms. Keogh of the Attorney General’s office have prepared a 30 minute presentation on the NC Dental case.  The Board decided they would receive the presentation with the mandatory ethics training in September.

Ms. Trust informed the Board that Peter McConaughy is still contacting the Board regarding digital signatures.  He formed a company called Seal Authority and met with the Board at the January 14, 2016 meeting to get his product approved. Mr. McConaughy felt there were flaws in the regulations regarding the requirements for a digital signature.  He now wants to meet with the Joint Chairs and alleges that he has the support of the MD Society of Professional Engineers. Mr. Harclerode stated that if he does not petition to change the regulations there is not much that can be done.

Mr. Mongan asked about the status of the Regulatory Review and if any changes were being made to the CPC Regulations.  Mr. Mongan stated that staff should not be answering questions regarding course approval since the Board only approves providers and not courses. Mr. Baseman stated issues are typically with Category B courses. Mr. Mongan asked that Mr. Long, Mr. Baseman and Ms. Watkins collectively work to compile a list of issues that they are having with CPC.

The CPC Committee Chair will continue to be Mr. Mongan.  Mr. Rickert has agreed to serve on this committee and Mr. Farinas will remain on this committee.

Ms. Perrin has volunteered to Chair the Special Committee on Education.  Mr. Harclerode, Mr. Williams, and Ms. Murphy will serve on this committee.  Chairman Arndt asked that Ms. Perrin schedule a meeting around September 2016.
