APPEARANCE OF EIT APPLICANT



Mr. Kashif Hasnain appeared before the Board.   His application for an Engineer-In-Training certificate was denied because  he did not meet the Board’s educational requirements.  Specifically Mr. Hasnain received no credit for any engineering courses. 



Chairman Arndt explained to Mr. Hasnain that the Board uses either the NCEES education standard or the Board’s Engineering Curriculum Checklist to determine education equivalency and that he lacked the basic engineering courses.  The courses he reported on the checklist were geared toward geophysics.  Mr. Haclerode was the Board member who denied his application for an EIT certificate and informed Mr. Hasnain that he met the basic science and math requirements but he did not meet Category D (Engineering) requirements. 



Mr. Hasnain stated he is currently working on his Master’s degree from the University of Missouri and included those courses on the checklist.  The Board informed him that once he receives that degree he will qualify for the EIT certificate since the University of Missouri will not issue a Master’s degree in Civil Engineering without him first completing the engineering courses required.

carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

NEW BUSINESS
Review of Degree Evaluation for Mahmood Yahyai


Mr. Mahmood Yahyai submitted a course by course evaluation of his foreign education to the Board so that he could apply for the PE exam.  The company that conducted the evaluation was not a member of NACES and therefore is not an acceptable evaluation.


The Board asked Ms. Courtney to notify Mr. Yahyai that he should apply for the PE exam but this is no assurance that his education will meet our education standards.    Once the application is complete the Board will make a determination on his education and work experience.   

Feedback on Possible Revisions to Option D


Chairman Arndt asked Mr. Scheffey if he had any feedback from MSPE on possible revisions to Option D.  The Board was considering requiring passing of the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam.  Mr. Scheffey stated he took this issue to a MSPE meeting and a meeting with MSPE’s legislative committee.  MSPE agreed to support including passing of the FE exam under Option D but they would like the Board to include reciprocity with CPC requirements as part of the package.  Mr. Scheffey stated the decision was not unanimous.  Some wanted to eliminate Option D altogether. Mr. Scheffey read a portion of the DE Board’s continuing education requirements.  The DE Board considers licensees compliant if they meet their home state’s continuing education requirements.   Mr. Long mentioned the DE Board has to research the continuing education requirements for every state to determine if the licensee is compliant which is burdensome on staff.  Ms. Perrin brought up what happens when there is no continuing education requirement in the home state and Mr. Scheffey responded the licensee will only have to meet MD’s requirements.



Mr. Scheffey stated the issue also came up again to have an electronic ethics course.  This issue was brought up when there was a discussion in 2017 to amend the CPC requirements. Chairman Arndt stated there must be a change in the statute to accomplish that.  Chairman Arndt stated the Board decided not to put forth any legislation regarding revisions to the requirements under Option D at this time and that MSPE can submit legislation if they wish.

In accordance with the Board’s yearly election of Officers, Chairman Arndt called for nominations.



Motion (V) was made by Ms. Perrin seconded by Mr. Mongan, to nominate Steven Arndt to remain as Board Chairman.



Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Farinas, seconded by Mr. Harclerode, to nominate Mr. Harclerode as Board Chairman.  



Chairman Arndt was elected to remain as Board Chairman.



Motion (VII) was made by Mr. Farinas to nominate Mr. Harclerode to remain as Board Vice Chairman.  With there being no further nominations, nominations were closed.  Mr. Harclerode accepted the position. 


Motion (VIII) was made by Mr. Harclerode to retain Mr. Farinas as Board Secretary.  With there being no further nominations, nominations were closed.  Mr. Farinas accepted the position.
Committee Member Appointments


Mr. Rickert will serve as Chairman of the Complaint Committee.  Mr. Williams will continue to serve on this Committee along with the new Assistant Executive Director.


Mr. Rickert will be replaced by Ms. Perrin on the CPC Committee.  Mr. Mongan will remain Chairman of the CPC Committee and Mr. Farinas will remain on this committee.


No changes were made to the Education Committee.  Ms. Perrin will serve as Chairman.  Mr. Harclerode and Ms. Murphy will remain on this committee.

REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 


Mr. Long reported the PE Board ended the fiscal year with $176,000 in the black and that allocation for travel was cut to $6700 for Professional Engineers.  Mr. Long also reported the interviews for the Assistant Executive Director of the Professional Licensing Boards were complete and the 2nd interview with the Commissioner and Deputy Commissioner for the two prospective candidates was being held this morning.  Mr. Long mentioned the Investigator dedicated to the Professional Boards will be at the August 2018 Board meeting. 
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL 


Ms. Trust presented to the Board the proposed Regulations for Failure to Respond.  Ms. Trust stated the change is to make the response standard throughout the entire department.


 
Motion (X) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously

carried to change the number of days an applicant or licensee shall respond to a written communication from the Board from 20 days to 30 days. 



Ms. Trust mentioned that three more Boards are now special funded.  These are the Home Improvement, Mechanical and Barbers and Cosmetology Boards.  Ms. Trust also stated she has drafted proposed regulations for Maryland’s Open Meeting Act.  The purpose of this action is to establish procedures for the attendance by members of the general public of open sessions of the units within DLLR and for the recordings and broadcasting of open sessions of the unit within DLLR.  Comments will be accepted through August 6, 2018 but as of today no comments have been received.
