FY 2022 Legislation Requests

Ms. Trust asked if the Board had any legislation they wanted to submit but the Board had nothing to submit at this time.
Report on Joint Chairs Meeting


Chairman Mongan reported that everyone was looking forward to going back to meeting face to face.  Chairman Mongan also mentioned the Land Surveyors’ Board intends to bring up “minor engineering” when the Practice Act is discussed at the NCEES NE Zone meeting in New Orleans.  “Minor engineering” was considered acceptable when an applicant was also a licensed Professional Engineer in MD which resulted in the waiving of the MD Storm Drain and Road Grade exam for Surveyors.  The Surveyors’ Board wants to look more into this matter which affects approximately 200 licensees in MD. 

Mr. Harclerode and Ms. Perrin stated that they have already made travel arrangements for the NCEES NE Zone meeting and that the arrangements must be made by tomorrow.  Chairman Mongan mentioned he was chosen by NCEES to serve on the Finance Committee and  Mr. Harclerode mentioned he is Chair of the Bylaws Committee.  

Chairman Mongan reported that the Engineers and Architects Boards are performing well financially but the other Boards (Landscape Architects and Certified Interior Designers) are not   and that the next scheduled Joint Chairs meeting is September 1, 2021.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT 

Motion (III) was made by Mr. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Farinas and unanimously carried by the Board to approve the CPC provider application of the Wire Reinforcement Institute.

Ms. Meyers informed the Board that she had a conference call with Dr. Arndt regarding the Board sponsored Ethics course and she in the the process of meeting with our IT department to move forward with the process.  
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 

Ms. Meyers mentioned that July 14, 2021 would be the deadline to submit any possible legislation requests. She stated requests can be submitted to her no later than July 8, 2021. Mr. Frazier West has been reassigned as an Investigator for the MD Real Estate Commission effective July 1, 2021.  Ms. Meyers reported the staff has re-entered the building effective July 1, 2021 four days a week and will be teleworking one day a week.  She also mentioned the public can now make appointments to be seen. 


Ms. Perrin asked if staff will be continuing to use Google to review applications since it is easier to review applicantions prior to the meeting and she was assured the process would remain the same.   Ms. Trust asked Commissioner Morgan if an Investigator will be availalabe to the PE Board because PE’s get new complaints every month.  The Commissioner assured the Board that resources are available to cover investigations.

Ms. Meyers stated that she was asked at the previous meeting to provide a breakdown by discipline the April 2021 exam results.  She proceeded to give a breakdown by by discipline as requested by the Chairman.
