NEW BUSINESS
Report of Joint Chairs Meeting


Chairman Arndt stated the Joint Chairs Committee discussed the status of the Special Fund.  Chariman Arndt mentioned the report he received was better than the last report but it was still not satisfactory and he wants to see better justification of expenditures.  Mr. Cullingford stated that our budget is currently not stable because there are expenditures such as salaries that have changed and that he has been added to the list of people who will get the budget report.  Chairman Arndt wants to discuss the budget again at the September 2019 Board meeting.  Chairman Arndt informed the Board that the Joint Chairs also discussed fee structure and that the 
Boards have a responsibility to licensees to periodically review the fees to determine if changes should be made. 
Board Sponsored Ethics Course


Mr. Cullingford researched what other State Board do for their required Ethics course and he prepared a PowerPoint presentation.  Mr. Cullingford discussed the different types of delivery methods (live, CBT, webinar, online quizzes and handouts and Hybrid) and the advantages and disadvantages of each method.  Chairman Arndt stated the TX model (webinar) has worked very well and would be one of the first options to be considered.  Mr. Cullingford actually took the TX Board sponsored Ethics course and stated that a passing score of 90 or more is required.  


Chairman Arndt asked that Mr. Cullingford continue to reach out to other State Boards for content and to also reach out to MSPE and inform them that the Board has begun to work on a Board sponsored Ethics course as they suggested and ask for their input.  Mr. Mongan suggested that Mr. Cullingford also reach out to NSPE for their input.

REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 


Mr. Cullingford stated he just was notified by email that Senate Bill #655 died in the Senate.  This was the legislation introduced by the MD Society of Professional Engineers to require all applicants for PE licensure in MD to have passed the FE exam and to allow reciprocity for continuing education requirements.  Mr. Cullingford also asked that any Board members planning to attend the NCEES Annual Meeting being held in Washington DC on August 14-17, 2019 let him know by the April 11, 2019 meeting and there should be no problem with anyone who wished to attend.  He also announced that he should be interviewing for the Assistant Executive Director’s position within a couple of weeks.  


Mr. Farinas was concerned that his term on the Board expired in July 2019 and he has heard nothing regarding his reappointment.  Mr. Cullingford explained there is a back log on the processing of reappointments.
