EXECUTIVE SESSION 





Motion (III) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously carried to go into Executive Session at 9:50 a.m. at 500 North Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland, 21202.  This session was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Title 10-508(a)(7).  Upon completion of the session, the Board reconvened its public meeting at 10:10 a.m.

COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT


Mr. Farinas reported on the status of complaints discussed by the Complaint Committee at its meeting on May 14, 2015.

12-PE-08   Placed on inactive status pending civil litigation.

15-PE-18   Consent Order signed and fine paid. Close.

The Complaint Committee reviewed four applications for reinstatement of license and recommended two be approved with no further action, and a consent order and fine  for the third.  The fourth reinstatement applicant did not respond to the CPC audit and the Committee recommended that the application be denied.  The Complaint Committee also reviewed three renewals.  One had a conduct issue and the committee is waiting for proof 
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the licensee has taken a one-hour ethics course to meet our CPC requirements.   The other two renewals were subject to a CPC audit.  Neither has responded to the audit.  The Committee recommended sending a notice of intended agency action.

Motion (IV) was made by Ms. Perrin, seconded by Mr. Mongan, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Murphy, and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider applications of Remington & Vernick Engineers, Inc. and Nobis Engineering.   The Board is requesting detailed biographical information on the presenters from Contech Engineered Solutions, LLC; detailed biographical information on all non-professional staff from Soltesz; and sample lecture outlines and biographical information on the presenters from the Maryland Association of Engineers.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

Ms. Edwards stated she spoke with Commissioner Victoria Wilkins regarding the firm permit fees and it was suggested that the application fee be set at $35 to be in line with the fees of the other Professional Licensing Boards.

Ms. Edwards reported that the new office secretary will begin on June 3, 2015 and that she has started the hiring process to replace the Board secretary for the Land Surveyors/ Landscape Architects.  She also reported that the secretary for the Certified Interior Designers Board is retiring as of June 1, 2015.  

NEW BUSINESS
Funded Delegates-NCEES Zone Meeting

The Board decided that Chairman Harclerode and Dr. Arndt would be the funded delegates for the NCEES Annual Meeting being held August 19-22, 2015 in Colonial Williamsburg, VA.  Ms. Perrin will be funded by NCEES as she is the chair of the UPLG Committee.  A request for funding will be submitted for Ms. Farinas, Mr. Mongan, Mr. Rickert, Ms. Edwards, Mr. Baseman, and possibly, Ms. Murphy.
Ms. Edwards informed the Board that the new travel policy requires that a justification be submitted with out-of-state travel requests.  The justification memo should outline need, benefit, etc. A post-travel report is also required.  Ms. Wilkins stated that only one justification needs to be submitted if more than one person is going to the 
same conference.
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OLD BUSINESS

Status of Firm Permit Fee Regulations

The Board continued its discussion of the firm permit fees.  They noted their concern that a $35 application may not cover the cost of processing the applications.  It was further noted that the firm permit application fee of the other design boards is $35 and has not been increased in 12 years.  
Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Mr. Farinas to set the application fee for the firm permit at $35 and the renewal fee at $100.  Motion carried.
Financial Update

This information was not available so this matter will be deferred to the June 2015 meeting.

CORRESPONDENCE

The Board received an email from Cyriacus Ofoegbu asking for an exception to the three-time fail rule so that he can sit for the October 2015 Principles and Practice of Engineering examination.
