CPC COMMITTEE REPORT



Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Perrin and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider Applications of Expert PDH, LLC, Hardesty and Hanover, LLC, Lane Enterprises, Inc., and STH, Inc. The application of NC Advanced Energy Corp. was denied because the Board found that their presenter lacks the credentials to offer continuing education courses to Maryland Professional Engineers.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR



Mr. Long informed the Board that 386 candidates paid for the October, 2016 PE exam but 34 candidates did not show up.  He also stated that all types of watches were banned and only medic alert bracelets were allowed at the examination.  Mr. Long stated there were no problems at the exam.  

Mr. Long noted that Board appointments for Ms. Perrin, Mr. Rickert and Mr. Williams will expire on June 30, 2017.  All three expressed their interest for reappointment so the paperwork will be submitted to the Governor on their behalf.
Mr. Long was asked by the Deputy Commissioner to look at the Michigan Guide to PE Licensure and to create similar guidelines to inform foreign educated and experienced Engineers 

how to obtain PE licensure in Maryland.  The Michigan Board came up with this Guide to PE Licensure to eliminate employment barriers for skilled immigrants and refugees and integrate them into the US workforce.  In the past, the Board has met with representatives of Lutheran Social Services and the International Rescue Committee to discuss barriers for licensure such as the inability to obtain a transcript and how engineering work experience is documentation.  Mr. Long will get input from the Board and staff to create the guide.
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Ms. Trust discussed regulatory reform and reinforced the need to review all regulations, specifically those related to CPC requirements and education.
