NEW BUSINESS 

PE Exemption for Utility Gas Infrastructure Projects



The National Transportation Safety Board (NTSB) sent a letter to Governor Hogan dated October 24, 2019 encouraging the elimination of the industrial exemption.  NTSB is recommending the initial design be done by a licensed Professional Engineer.  The Board briefly discussed the issue and determined that they would take no action at this time.
CPC Audit History and Reciprocity Issues

     Mr. Cullingford stated MSPE asked for numbers regarding continuing education issues and he asked the Board if a CPC audit is failed what should be reportable.  He stated the numbers for compliance do not represent how many actually failed the audit and he does not want to release inaccurate figures.  Mr. Cullingford explained that the audits include both reinstatements and renewals.  He further stated that they do not keep specific statistics on initial failures versus failures that ultimately result in discipline.  The audit process is intended to ensure compliance through multiple methods that include disciplinary action.  The Board members agreed that there needs to be statistics that aid the Board in assessing the effectiveness of the process, but they need not be complicated.  Mr. Cullingford stated he will start to keep more accurate numbers on initial failures in order to give a better representation of the overall compliance. CPC reciprocity issues will be discussed when Board counsel gives her report.

OLD BUSINESS

Legislative Update 



Ms. Trust drafted proposed regulations addressing CPC units earned in other states in anticipation of MSPE resubmitting legislation to get CPC reciprocity.  Mr. Rickert stated the MSPE wants the Board to arbitrarily accept CPC earned in other states. Mr. Arndt stated there is nothing currently in our regulations addressing this issue and that the Tennessee Board has changed their regulations to accept CPC from other states.  Mr. Arndt mentioned there would be logistical challenges because of overlapping time frames for renewal in different states and that every state would have to be comfortable with the CPC requirement from other states.  Ms. Perrin proposed that CPC be acquired on a yearly basis and that license fees may have to be increased to accommodate the extra work that will be required to be done by staff.  Mr. Rickert suggested coming up with a uniform system.


Mr. Arndt proposed that the Board move forward with the proposed regulations regarding CPC units earned in other states and the Board agreed. 
CPC COMMITTEE REPORT 


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Harclerode, seconded by Mr. Farinas, and unanimously

carried to approve the CPC provider applications of Maser Consulting, PA, New Median LLC and PDHMadeSimple and to deny the application of AVA Assessment Associates, Inc. because the content of the courses being presented do not meet the criteria defined in the Continuing Professional Competency requirements in the regulations.

REPORT FROM ETHICS COMMITTEE



The Ethics Committee will be meeting directly after the Board meeting today and will update the Board at the December 12, 2019 meeting.  Volunteers from MSPE are supposed to be attending.  Mr. Mongan suggested that some of the approved providers have ethics courses that can be reviewed.  The Committee will be discussing content and possible delivery methods for an ethics course. 
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR 


Mr. Cullingford welcomed the Board Administrator, Ruby Courtney back and congratulated Ms. Dara Moore, for stepping up in her absence.  Mr. Cullingford also announced a new staff member, Tyanna Handy, who will be processing reciprocity applications.  
  
Mr. Cullingford stated that the Landscape Architects Board has begun preliminary discussions with the WV Board in order to address issue with reciprocity.  The hope is that the two boards can come to an agreement that would increase portability between the two states.  Mr. Cullingford also mentioned that DE PE Board decoupled the PE exam in July of this year, a change that could impact applications in Maryland. 

Mr. Cullingford will be supplying the Board with a new chart of PE statistics in January 2020. He also mentioned that nominations for the NCEES Distinguished Service Awards must be in by January 31, 2020. 
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Chairman Mongan mentioned there was a meeting of all Executive Directors and Board Chairs on November 13, 2019.  Ms. Trust explained that Board members can now testify on issues regarding proposed legislation.
