Motion (IV) was made by Mr. Harclerode, seconded by Mr. Rickert, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Complaint Committee.

CPC COMMITTEE REPORT


Motion (V) was made by Mr. Mongan, seconded by Ms. Perrin and unanimously carried to approve the CPC Provider Application of Langan Engineering & Environmental Services. The Committee requested detailed course outlines from Expert PDH, LLC, and detailed course outlines and biographical information on the presenters from STH, Inc.  The Committee also requested that NC Advanced Energy Corp. provide information on additional presenters since the Committee does not feel that the proposed presenter is qualified to teach professional engineers.
REPORT FROM EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR


Steve Long deferred his report to the discussion under New Business.
REPORT FROM BOARD COUNSEL


Ms. Trust stated she looked at pending legislation for other Board and that she could find nothing that affects this Board.
NEW BUSINESS
Modification of Regulations to Accommodate PE Exam Fees and Application Deadlines

Ms. Trust informed the Board the Regulations have to be changed every time there is a change in the exam fees.  She stated that the exam fees will be paid to NCEES after the April 2017 test administration and that Maryland will only be collecting the testing service fee.  
Motion (VI) was made by Mr. Harclerode, seconded by Mr. Mongan and unanimously carried to change the wording in the Regulations to state that the exam fees are established by NCEES.
Ms. Trust stated the Regulatory Commission recommends a review of the Engineering Curriculum Checklist.  Ms. Perrin suggested that the first step would be to compare the checklist to the NCEES Education Standard.  Mr. Mongan suggested that other licensing Boards’ educational requirements be compared to our requirements.  Once this information is gathered, it was suggested that this information be sent to engineering schools to inform them of the standards.  Mr. Mongan also suggested discarding our checklist and requiring applicants to use a third party evaluation service. Sallye Perrin agreed to compare our checklist to the NCEES checklist.
Chairman Arndt stated that the Board is responsible for evaluating experience and education for potential licensees and stated there should be uniformity with the standard of education and asked that the Education Committee begin to work on this issue. 
Mr. Long advised the Board that under the current Regulations the PE examination deadline is 120 days prior to the exam. This must be changed to accommodate CBT.  He informed the Board that Group I exams will be administered year-round in testing windows just like the FE exam and that smaller Group II exams may be administered only once a year but larger Group II exams will be administered twice a year.  Karl Rickert recommended that applications for the PE exam be approved 60 days prior to registering with NCEES.  Mr. Harclerode stated that the 120 day deadline must remain in place for paper and pencil exams and he will provide Ms. Trust with an exam schedule from NCEES. 
OLD BUSINESS

CPC Requirements
Mr. Mongan discussed the email from Mr. Long regarding the review of CPC

requirements.  The Board set a goal to have meetings regarding the CPC requirements after the first of the year.

Educational Requirements

The Board discussed the educational requirements for licensure.  Ms. Perrin stated that most applicants who apply for licensure or examination under the work experience option have an education but a large number of those applicants do not have an EAC/ABET accredited engineering degree.

Ms. Trust informed the Board that the Land Surveyors’ Board made it mandatory to take the Land Surveyor in Training examination and all applicants must have at least 30 credits in Land Surveying.  


In summary Chairman Arndt stated the he and Ms. Perrin will review the checklist and that Ms. Trust and Mr. Long will review the Regulations.  He also stated that Mr. Mongan will continue to review the CPC requirements. These issues will be discussed at future meetings. He suggested a meeting with the stake holders in late spring of next year.
CORRESPONDENCE
Letter from Jerry Carter from NCEES regarding Examination Fees
The Board received a letter from Jerry Carter, Executive Director of NCEES, advising the Board of action taken by the Council regarding the future payment of examination fees.  The fee for the Fundamentals of Engineering examination was reduced from $225 to $175 effective January 2018.  The fee for the PE examinations administered in computer-based format will be $375 which will also be effective in 2018.  Also, examinees will be required to pay NCEES directly for both computer based and pencil and paper examinations.
