The Board is requesting additional biographical information on the presenters from Uretek Mid-Atlantic.

Report from Social Media Committee

Mr. Rickert suggested that one page from the website be sent to the Board members along with their meeting materials each month for review.  Ms. Perrin suggested that the electronic smart board be used to review the webpages.  The Board decided to use the electronic smart board once it is fully operational.

Mr. Vorgetts distributed a report of the Design Boards' Fund Fiscal Activity Comparison for Fiscal years 2013 and 2014.  The year end balance was larger than anticipated.  
NEW BUSINESS

Visit from PG County Code Official

Mr. Edmund Kalie, a PG County Code Official, appeared before the Board with questions on the use of digital signatures.  He was informed that the Board adopted an amendment to the Code of Ethics clarifying the definition of "original signature" to include both handwritten and digital signatures at the August 11, 2014 Board meeting and is in effect as of September 1, 2014.  Mr. Kalie was under the assumption that the Board dictated which software program is to be used for the digital signatures.  Chairman Harclerode stated the choice of software programs will be up to the licensee or company he/she works for and/or the county permitting office.  He also mentioned that complaints have been received from design professionals that code officials have made changes to their documents.

Dr. Arndt explained as long as the digital signature meets the following requirements:  contains identification unique to the licensee using it; is under the exclusive control of the licensee using it; cannot be repudiated and is independently verifiable; and is linked to the document in such a manner that the digital is invalidated if and data in the document is modified, it would be acceptable.  Ms. Trust gave a copy of the regulations to Mr. Kalie and suggested that he touch base with the Baltimore City permitting office, who is already accepting digital signatures through the software program called Project Docs.  
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Report from Operations Committee

Mr. Mongan reported that he met with the Executive Director and Assistant Executive Director of the Real Estate Board who have over 16, 000 licensees and 12 staff members.  He found out the Real Estate Board constantly reaches out to Real Estate licensees and associations.  Mr. Mongan feels that the PE Board should be more externally focused and suggested that Board members try to attend meetings held by 
some of these organizations.  Mr. Mongan also suggested meeting with Ms. Edwards, Mr. Baseman, and PE staff to work on these issues.  Mr. Mongan will make a list of engineering associations and upcoming meetings for the next Board meeting.  All PE Board members agreed to take turns attending these meetings whenever possible.  
Update on NCEES Annual Meeting

Mr. Mongan stated he attended the Continuing Education discussions at the NCEES annual meeting and a national registry of Continuing Education Providers was being discussed.  He also suggested that it be asked if the entity is a member of the International Association for Continuing Education and Training (IACET) on the provider application.

Chairman Harclerode stated that MOE (Masters or Equivalent) was removed from  the Model Law and put into a policy statement.
