Legislative Request §16-305 and 16-507 Waiver of Examination Requirements
Executive Director Schott informed the Commission that during its April 2014 audit conducted by the Appraisal Subcommittee (“ASC”), it was determined that the Commission’s reciprocal licensing policies were found to comply with FIRREA and ASC policy statements, but its statutes and regulations were inconsistent with its policies. Ms. Schott recommended that the Commission request and submit for Departmental consideration, a bill to be introduced during the 2015 legislative session to amend the conditions for eligibility for a waiver of examination and remove statutory reciprocal licensing restrictions that are inconsistent with federal requirements. Ms. Schott advised that she and AAG Kinstler will prepare the legislative package and submit it to the Secretary of the DLLR. 
A Motion was made by Commissioner O'Farrell, seconded by Commissioner Owings and unanimously carried that the Commission propose legislation to amend the eligibility requirements for a waiver of examination and reciprocity.
