Real Estate Appraiser Complaint Committee Report

New Business

Executive Director Schott advised the members that the Department is requiring that all boards and commissions within DLLR adopt consistent and uniform statutes or regulations concerning the time frame during which a licensee must to respond to communications from boards and commissions; how boards and commissions must send written communications; and the consequences for the failure of licensees to timely respond to communications from Boards and Commissions.  Ms. Schott advised that each profession regulated by the Commission is affected by the directive and that Counsel had prepared and Ms. Schott had provided the language for each proposed regulation in advance of the meeting.
COMAR 09.19.12 General Regulations
Executive Director Schott advised that the proposed appraiser regulation will repeal the existing language addressing the matter under COMAR 09.19.05 Code of Ethics., and establish the revised language under Chapter 09.19.02 General Regulations.
A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimously carried that the Commission repeal Regulation .03 under COMAR 09.19.05 Code of Ethics and adopt new Regulation .02 Correspondence with the Commission under COMAR 09.19.12 General Regulations.
COMAR 09.36.01 General Regulations
Executive Director Schott advised that the proposed home inspector regulation will repeal the existing language addressing the matter under COMAR 09.36.04 Responsibilities of Licensees, and establish the revised language under Regulation .02 Correspondence with the Commission under Chapter 09.36.01 General Regulations.
A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Polillo and unanimously carried that the Commission repeal COMAR 09.36.04 Responsibilities of Licensees, and establish the revised language under Regulation .02 Correspondence with the Commission under Chapter 09.36.01 General Regulations.
COMAR 09.39.02  General Regulations
Executive Director Schott advised that there are currently no provisions addressing response time for appraisal management companies.  The proposed appraisal management company regulation will establish a new chapter under COMAR 09.39.02 General Regulations.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Smith, and unanimously carried that the Commission adopt new Regulation .01 Correspondence with the Commission under new Chapter 09.39.02 General Regulations.
Baltimore City Rental Inspections
Commissioner Fair raised the issue concerning Baltimore City Rental Inspections.  He advised that he wanted the record to reflect that the Commission has no jurisdiction over rental inspections in that they are not consistent with home inspections governed by the Commission and defined in the law.  Commissioner Polillo advised that the Baltimore City Rental Inspections are problematic for licensed home inspectors to complete because, among other things, they require an inspector to address code issues that are not governed by the Commission and the check list requires an impractical number of items to be inspected. 
Executive Session
A Motion was made by Commissioner Fair, seconded by Commissioner Huggins and unanimously carried that the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers, Appraisal Management Companies, and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 11:15 a.m. in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202, pursuant to §§ 3-305(b)(7) and (8) of the General Provisions Article, Maryland Annotated Code, in order to consider advice provided by Counsel regarding license applications.
Examination Application
AAG Kinstler presented a matter concerning an examination applicant whose attorney is requesting that the Commission reverse its decision to deny the examination application of his client.  The Commission instructed Counsel to respond to the attorney to advise that a determination on the application had not been reached pending supplemental documentation that the Application Committee requested from the applicant pertaining to the work experience of the applicant, and that once the information is provided the Commission will further evaluate the application.  A motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Smith, and unanimously carried that the Commission approve the decision rendered by the Application Committee.
Request for Reinstatement of Revoked License
AAG Kinstler advised the Commission that an appraiser Hearing Board convened on July 10, 2018, in a matter concerning an applicant’s request for reinstatement of a revoked license.  After the conclusion of the hearing, the Hearing Board deliberated and agreed to deny the request for reinstatement at this time. A motion was made by Commissioner Polillo, seconded by Commissioner Fair, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decision rendered by the Hearing Board.  
A motion was made by Commissioner Fair, seconded by Commissioner Huggins, and unanimously carried that the Commission reconvene its regular meeting at 11:40 a.m.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Marzullo, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.
