Appraiser Education Committee Report 

Commissioner Rush reported that the Appraiser Education Committee met on this date and reviewed and approved 3 courses.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Owings, seconded by Commissioner O'Farrell and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Real Estate Appraiser Education Committee.

Old Business
Continuing Professional Competency for Home Inspectors
Administrator Schott suggested that the Commission consider taking some action to address its implementation of the continuing professional competency requirement, as a condition of license renewal for home inspectors. She advised the members that its regulation proposed, which establishes the educational requirements that home inspectors must complete in order to demonstrate continuing professional competency as a condition of license renewal, will not be adopted or enforceable before July 2013.  She advised that prospective course providers cannot offer the required education until the regulation is adopted, and their approval is granted, which is not expected to occur before August 2013.  She stated that she does not believe that the anticipated implementation process provides a reasonable amount of time to allow home inspectors to obtain the proposed 15 hours of  education before October 1, 2013, which is the date on which the educational requirements go into effect.  She recommended that the Commission consider adopting a policy that would allow  home inspectors, whose licenses expire between October 1, 2013 and December 31, 2013, a 90-day grace to obtain the required education needed to renew their licenses.
A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Owings and unanimously carried that the Commission approve a policy affecting home inspectors whose licenses expire between October 1, 2013 and December 31, 2013, that grants a 90-day grace period for those home inspectors to obtain the education needed to demonstrate continuing professional competency, as a condition of license renewal.
New Business

Election of Officers 
A motion was made by Commissioner Brauning and seconded by Commissioner Rush to  nominate and re-elect Commissioner Fair as Chair of the Commission, and Commissioner Hauser as Vice-Chair of the Commission.  This motion passed by a unanimous vote. 
Executive Session

A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Owings and unanimously carried that the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers, Appraisal Management Companies, and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 11:30 a.m. in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202.  The purpose of the meeting was to receive advice of counsel.  The meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §10-508(7). 

The Commission reconvened its regular meeting at 11:45 a.m.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Grewell, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.
