New Business

Election of Officers

Administrator Schott informed the Commission that at the beginning of each calendar year the Commission must hold an election of Officers.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Hauser, seconded by Commissioner Owings and unanimously carried that the current Commission Officers continue to serve in their positions.
Final Action COMAR 09.19.02 Educational Requirements
Administrator Schott informed the Commission that notice of Proposed Action to adopt regulation .04 under COMAR 09.19.02 Educational Requirements was published in the MD Register on December 13, 2013.  The purpose of this action is to clarify that if a licensee or certificate holder elects to renew a license or certificate in advance of its expiration date, a total of 42 hours of continuing education must be completed prior to filing the license or certificate renewal application.  She advised that more than 45 days had laspsed since its publication in the Maryland Register and that the Commission could take final action to adopt the regulation.  She also reported that there were no public comments received.  
A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Hauser and unanimously carried that the Commission take final action to adopt Regulation .04 under COMAR 09.19.02 Educational Requirements.

Final Action COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice - CSST
Administrator Schott reported that notice of Proposed Action to adopt regulations .01, .07 and .08 under COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice was published in the Maryland Register on December 13, 2013.  She advised that more than 45 days had lapsed since its publication in the Maryland Register and the Commission could take final action to adopt the regulations.  She reported that there were two public comments received which were provided to the Commission for its consideration.
A public comment was submitted by Mark Harris, Manager of Gastite,  which  recommended several changes to the proposed regulatory action including, adding the adjective “yellow” CSST and that CSST be bonded, “in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions.”  A public comment was received by State Fire Marshall, Brian Geraci, which endorsed the Commission’s proposed regulatory action.

After a brief discussion, a Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Brauning and by majority vote carried that the Commission take final action to adopt regulations .01, .07 and .08 under COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice, as proposed.

Administrator Schott suggested that the Commission publish information on its website, that will help home inspectors to distinguish between yellow CSST and other types of yellow tubing that could be mistaken for yellow CSST tubing; and provide information concerning the direct bonding of standard (yellow) CSST.  Commissioner Grewell agreed to provide her with the information concerning her recommendation.

Executive Session

A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Rush and unanimously carried that the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers, Appraisal Management Companies, and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 12:00 p.m. in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202.  The purpose of the meeting was to receive advice of counsel.  The meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §10-508(7). 

The Commission reconvened its regular meeting at 12:40 p.m.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner O'Farrell, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.
Executive Director's Report 
Administrator Schott informed the Joint Committee on Administrative, Executive and Legislative Review (AELR) granted emergency status of the Commission’s regulatory action to adopt the 2014 - 2015 edition of the Uniform Standards of Professional Appraisal Practice (“USPAP”).  The emergency action provides that the adoption of the regulation take effect on January 1, 2014.
