Old Business 

Regulatory Action – MD Standards of Practice – Definitions – Home Inspectors

Commissioner Grewell inquired about regulatory action to amend the Maryland Standards of Practice for home inspectors.  As a follow-up to the last meeting, Commissioner Grewell recommended that updates to the Minimum Standards of Practice for home inspectors be adopted.  Assistant Attorney General Kinstler explained the new regulatory process to the Commission.  Ms. Schott expressed concern about pursuing a new regulatory proposal while a prior proposed action of the Commission pertaining to appraisers remains pending.  Ms. Kinstler recommended that Executive Director Schott confer with Occupational and Professional Licensing Commissioner, Victoria Wilkins and Deputy Commissioner, John Papavasiliou, for guidance in the submission of a regulatory concept paper for the proposed action.  
Executive Director Schott advised that she would prepare a regulatory concept approval request to be submitted to the Office of the Secretary of the DLLR for consideration of the action.  If approval from DLLR is granted, the Commission may proceed in the regulatory process.
Approval of Applications for Applicants with Minor Convictions

Executive Director Schott renewed her prior request for Commission authorization to approve license applications for individuals reporting a minor criminal conviction, such as DUI or DWI offenses.  Commissioner Brauning made a request that Counsel provide a definition for minor criminal offenses for the Commission’s consideration of the request.
A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Grewell and unanimously carried that the Commission table the matter until Counsel provides a definition of minor criminal offenses before it will consider authorizing administrative staff to approve such applications.     
New Business 

New Appointments: Christopher Daniell and Thomas McLister
Executive Director Schott introduced two new members to the Commission, Christopher Daniell and Thomas McLister.  The Commission welcomed Mr. Daniell, who will serve as a consumer member, and Mr. McLister, who will serve as a financial member.
