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Call to Order

Approval of Minutes
The minutes of the business meeting held on April 9, 2019 were reviewed and considered.  By Motion made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Fair and carried by a unanimous vote, the minutes of the April 9, 2019 business meeting be approved without correction.

A Motion was made by Commissioner Fair, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Home Inspector Complaint Committee.

Education Committee Report 
Commissioner Polillo reported that the Appraiser Education Committee met on this date and approved 54 courses. A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Education Committees.
Old Business

There was no old business to discuss.  
New Business
Mr. Blackistone proposed to the Commission two statutory changes and 1 regulatory change.

Real Estate Appraiser Trainee License Renewals
Mr. Blackistone explained that the Commission has not enforced the renewal limitation suggested by Bus. Occ. & Prof. Art., Md. Ann. Code, §16-5A-04(a). The Commission agreed to continue allowing a real estate appraiser trainee licensee to renew a trainee license more than once. A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Fair and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Executive Director Todd Blackistone.
Real Estate Appraiser License Reinstatement
The Commission agreed to change the reinstatement period for real estate appraisers to 3 years after a license expires provided the licensee is current with the required continuing education course work and that the Commission may require the individual to retake the qualifying exam per the Commission’s discretion. Counsel explained that Bus. Occ. & Prof. Art., Md. Ann. Code, §§16-310 and 16-512, provide that the Commission must reinstate the license or certificate of an appraiser who applies for renewal within two years of expiration, but could permit renewal or reinstatement over a longer period if it wished to do so, after which it could require an expired licensee to comply with original license or certification requirements, including passing an examination. A Motion was made by Commissioner Huggins, seconded by Commissioner Smith and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Executive Director Todd Blackistone.
Real Estate Appraiser Qualifications
Commissioner Wilkins presented to the Commission statistics that addressed the decline of real estate appraiser licensees. Commissioner Wilkins stated that there is an effort on the national level to reduce barriers to obtain appraiser licenses to promote growth in the industry. The Commission agreed to adopt the Appraiser Qualification Board’s (AQB) 2018 criteria in regards to real estate appraiser licensing. A Motion was made by Commissioner Fair, seconded by Commissioner Hamilton and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Executive Director Todd Blackistone.
Reciprocity for Home Inspectors
The Commission collectively discussed by panel creating a path for home inspection reciprocal licensing. Executive Director Blackistone stated that he is currently developing an application and researching possible reciprocity qualifications in surrounding states. Assistant Attorney General Kinstler noted that in Bus. Occ. & Prof. Art., Md. Ann. Code, §16-3A-04 that the Commission may issue a reciprocal license if the applicant demonstrates comparable education, experience, and training requirements.
Chairman’s Report 
The Chairman did not deliver a report.
Assistant Attorney General’s Report 

Assistant Attorney General Kinstler addressed the new Commission members about the provisions of the law allowing the Commission to conduct hearings by a hearing board. AAG Kinstler set forth the statutorily-required composition of each hearing board. See Bus. Occ. & Prof. Art., Md. Ann. Code, §§16-210, 16-210-1, and 16-210.2. The Commission determined that the hearing boards would be authorized to make legal conclusions and issue an Order on behalf of the Commission. AAG Kinstler stated that each hearing panel should elect a chair prior to a hearing in accordance with applicable law. 
Executive Director’s Report 

Mr. Blackistone brought to the attention of the Commission that legislation was introduced in the U.S. Senate SB 1722 to allow licensed real estate appraisers to perform Federal Housing Administration (FHA) appraisals. This bill’s intention is to improve the process of obtaining FHA insured mortgages and increase the number of real estate appraisers in rural areas and other areas that face severe shortages.
