Call To Order

The Appraiser Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting in Executive Session, pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland,             §10-508(a)(7),  to receive the advice of counsel regarding the above-mentioned matters.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Hauser, seconded by Commissioner Herndon that the Commission accepts the report and recommendations of the Appraiser Complaint Committee.  This motion passed by a unanimous decision.

Appraiser Education/Application Committee Report 

Commissioner Rush reported that the Appraiser Education Committee met on this date and reviewed and approved 7 courses.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Hauser and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Real Estate Appraiser Education Committee.

Home Inspector Complaint Committee Report
Commissioner Grewell reported that the Home Inspector Complaint Committee met prior to the public meeting and reviewed 6 items of business, which had been placed before the Committee. The disposition of which was as follows:

A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Rush and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the recommendations of the Home Inspector Complaint Committee.
Old Business

Commissioner Rush requested that Administrator Schott explore the possibility of the Commission’s licensees having the ability to print their licenses from our website rather than having to have them mailed. Administrator Schott agreed to research the matter.
New Business

Proposed Action COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice
Inclusion of CSST
Commissioner Grewell and AAG Kinstler informed the Commission that they had prepared proposed language for regulatory action under COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice.  The proposed action would require a home inspector, if yellow (Corrugated Stainless Steel Tubing (“CSST”)) is observed, to include its presence in the home inspection report and recommend that the client/property owner have the installation of the CSST inspected by a licensed master electrician to insure that it is properly bonded.  
Administrator Schott advised the Commission that the regulatory promulgation process requires that the proposed action of a regulation be published in the MD Register.  After the required 45-day comment period has taken place, the Commission can take final action on the regulation. The final action must be published in the Maryland Register, and 10 days after its publication, the regulation goes into effect, unless the Commission elects to defer the effective date to a later date.
A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Hauser and unanimously carried that the Commission promulgate the regulation to include provisions associated with CSST, under COMAR 09.36.07 Minimum Standards of Practice.
Executive Session

A Motion was made by Commissioner Hauser, seconded by Commissioner Owings and unanimously carried that the State Commission of Real Estate Appraisers, Appraisal Management Companies, and Home Inspectors go into executive session at 11:00 a.m. in the 2nd floor conference room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202.  The purpose of the meeting was to receive advice of counsel.  The meeting was permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §10-508(7). 

The Commission reconvened its regular meeting at 11:10 a.m.  A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Owings, and unanimously carried that the Commission accept the decisions rendered in Executive Session.

Chairman's Report

Commissioner Fair inquired about the approval process for home inspector continuing professional competency education courses.  Administrator Schott advised that the home inspector continuing education courses are reviewed by the Home Inspector Application Committee, which is comprised of Commissioners Grewell and Jordan.
Assistant Attorney General's Report

Commissioner Rush requested that AAG Kinstler provide the members with a summary of criminal convictions in advance of each meeting.  AAG Kinstler agreed to prepare a summary of cases in advance of future meetings.
