New Business
Appraisal Reviews
Commissioner O’Farrell informed the Commission about complaints he has recently received with regard to appraisal reviews.  The complaints related primarily to appraisal reviews being performed by out-of-state appraisers or otherwise unlicensed appraisers on Maryland properties.  He expressed concern that out-of-state reviewers often lack geographical competence to judge the work of Maryland appraisers.  Executive Director Schott offered that the statute requires that any appraisal review being conducted in connection with a transaction involving an appraisal management company requires that that reviewer hold a Maryland license. 
Proposed/Emergency Action under COMAR 09.19.05.01 2016-2017 USPAP
Executive Director Schott reported that in order for the Commission to comply with the federal guidelines, it must adopt the 2016-2017 edition of USPAP by January 1, 2015.  She recommended that the Commission promulgate a regulation to adopt USPAP by proposed and emergency action.  

A Motion was made by Commissioner Brauning, seconded by Commissioner Grewell and unanimously carried that the Commission amend Regulation .01 under COMAR 09.19.05 Code of Ethics by emergency and proposed action to adopt the 2016-2017 edition of USPAP.

Final Action under COMAR 09.19.04 Supervising Appraisers and Appraiser Trainees

Executive Director Schott recommended that the Commission take final action under COMAR 09.19.04 Supervising Appraisers and Appraiser Trainees, which was published in the Maryland Register on January 23, 2015.  She reported that no comments from the public were received.    

A Motion was made by Commissioner Grewell, seconded by Commissioner Brauning and unanimously carried that the Commission take final action to adopt Regulations .01 and .02 under COMAR 09.19.04 Supervising Appraisers and Appraiser Trainees.

Resignation of David McDaniels
Executive Director Schott announced the resignation of Commissioner McDaniels.  Commissioner McDaniels has recently accepted an employment position with the State of Maryland, which required him to resign.
