The report read as follows: 37 candidates were tested in May 2018, 16 passed, 21 failed with a 43% passing rate. For the Month of June 2018, 42 candidates were tested, 14 passed, 28 failed with a 33% passing rate. Since January of 2018, the passing rate is 39%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 36%.  There are currently 4980 active licensees.
OLD BUSINESS

None to report.

NEW BUSINESS

Previously, Ms. Kinstler Reminded the Board of the previously proposed action on a regulation pertaining to fees charged by the Board under General Regulations. Ms. Kinstler explained that the Board is part the Joint Mechanical Board Fund, a special fund, created by the Legislature, similar to the State Design Boards, for the Boards to share revenue generated by the licensing program to meet expenses. As a result of the special finding, all statutory fees must be converted to regulation. Ms. Bailey reported that there has been no public comment received on the regulations.  Upon Mr. Restivo’s Motion, and Mr. Bates’ second, the Board unanimously voted to approve the final action to adopt COMAR 09.17.03.01—.03.
Ms. Kinstler also explained a Departmental request for proposed action to adopt regulation COMAR 09.17.01.04, pertaining to the responsibility of a licensee or license applicant to respond to a written communication of the Board. The Department wishes to establish, by regulation, the obligation of a licensee or applicant to respond to the Board in writing within 30 days, to allow the Board to evaluate the merit of a complaint and verify compliance with continuing education requirements, where applicable. The Department has asked all occupational and professional boards and commissions that do not have such a provision to propose such a regulation. Mr. Norris inquired about the remedy for an individual’s failure to respond. Ms. Kinstler explained the application of paragraph C of the provision, citing Bus. 
Occ. & Prof. Art., Ann. Code of Md., § 6.5-314(a)(1)(ix). MOTION was made by Mr. Restivo, and seconded by Mr. Bates, and unanimously approved COMAR 09.17.01.04.

ADJOURNMENT
Upon Mr. Restivo’s Motion, and Mr. Bates’ second, the Board unanimously carried the Motion to adjourn the meeting at 10:26 a.m.
