Ms. Bailey reported that 43 candidates were tested in July 2016, 13 passed, 30 failed with a 30% passing rate. For the Month of August 2016, Ms. Bailey reported that 45 candidates were tested, 17 passed, 28 failed with a 38% passing rate. Since January of 2016, the passing rate is 34%, and since the inception of the test the overall passing rate is 36%.  There are currently 5,194 active licensees.

COUNSEL’S REPORT
Ms. Kinstler informed the Board that new legislation goes into effect on October 1, 2016 that amends the Open Meetings Act and will require that a detailed agenda, with all discussion topics listed in detail, be made available to the public at least 24 hours prior to a meeting.   
CHAIR’S REPORT

Mr. Norris reiterated that there would not be a meeting in October and the last meeting of the year would be held on November 22, 2016, and opened the floor to the Board and guest for any additional comments.
ADDITIONAL COMMENTS
Mr. Restivo addressed the Board expressing his concerns in reference to caustic condensation that is released into the water supply from boilers and the need to neutralize the condensation.  To properly neutralize the caustic condensation, each boiler must be equipped with its own box. Mr. Norris asked how is the Board to be made aware if the proper procedure is not being followed. 
Mr. Kraft suggested there be a question on the examination pertaining to this issue, because technology has changed and the examination questions need to be adjusted accordingly to create awareness. Mr. Kraft inquired about other boards and the methods used to up-source the exam. Ms. Bailey responded that the Maryland Uniform Electrical Licensing Examination Committee (MUELEC) creates examination questions that the Board of Master Electricians may use. She offered that PSI would make adjustments to the Stationary Engineer licensing exams if there were changes to the reference materials used for the text. Ms. Bailey informed the Board that the same book is being used (Boiler Operator’s Guide 4th edition 1997) and of the option to add questions from additional sources is available. She cautioned that the Board ought to be conscious of materials costs. Mr. Kraft suggested asking PSI for best practice recommendations. 
Ms. Bailey agreed to contact PSI and present the information during the next scheduled meeting.
Steven Morrison addressed the Board in reference to getting his staff licensed as Stationary Engineers and inquired about the responsible party for those being trained. Mr. Restivo informed him that a licensed first Grade Engineer is responsible for all those that he trains and oversees. Ms. Bailey added that Stationary Engineers do not perform any maintience or repair only licensed HVACR Mechanics perform those duties.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

Upon Mr. Restivo’s Motion, and Mr. Denevan’s second, the Board unanimously entered into Executive Session, pursuant to § 3-305(b) (7) of the General Provisions Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, at 10:54 a.m., in the 3rd Floor Conference Room, 500 N. Calvert Street, Baltimore, MD 21202 in order to discuss the Stationary Engineer license examinations, and receive advice of counsel pertaining to license candidates. 

Upon completion of the Executive session Mr. Denevan made a Motion, seconded by Mr. Bates and unanimously carried by the Board to return to the Business Meeting at 10:58 a.m.
