1. CALL TO ORDER

Patricia Snell, Chair, called the meeting to order at 1:00 PM.  
2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Mr. Bader, seconded by Mr. Canet and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the July 15, 2013 meeting, with corrections.
3. ELECTION
Ms. Snell informed the board members that the time has come for annual elections for Chair and Vice Chair. Mike Canet moved to re-elect Patricia Snell as Chair and Rob Bader as Vice Chair. James Marshall seconded the motion. The motion was carried unanimously to re-elect Patricia Snell as Chair and Rob Bader as Vice Chair.
4. INTRODUCTION
Ms. Snell introduced Mr. George Butler from the Department of Legislative Services (Sunset Review). Mr. Butler is here to observe the meeting with the board. Mr. Butler thanked Ms. Snell for her courtesy and for her cooperation.
5. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Registrations – Mr. Blackstone reported that there are currently 4,013 registered tax preparers. 86 tax preparers have renewed their registrations and 17 have allowed their registrations to expire. 

Board Member Resignation – Mr. Blackstone announced the resignation of Board Member, Elsa Nastase, and asked Ms. Snell to read Ms. Nastase’s letter of resignation. Ms. Nastase has moved out of State.
Board Vacancies – Mr. Blackstone publicly asked for applications for nominations to the Board, and he will ask Mr. Harry Loleas for assistance in filling the two current Board vacancies.
2014 Legislation – Michael Vorgetts, Acting Commissioner, will submit a legislative concept to reintroduce the bill clarifying the authority of the Board to impose civil penalties. Mr. Vorgetts asked the Board to consider any other necessary legislation for the 2014 legislative session. 

6. NEW BUSINESS
Board Exam Committee report – Mr. Bader reported to the Board that planning is still in progress, and a meeting with the DLLR Procurement Committee is scheduled for September 18, 2013.
7. CORRESPONDENCE

There was no correspondence to report.
8. EXECUTIVE SESSION

A motion was made by Rob Bader and seconded by Kay Corbin-Riddle for the Board to go into Executive Session and carried by unanimous vote. The Board went into Executive Session at 1:37 PM.

9. PUBLIC SESSION

A motion was made by Rob Bader and seconded by James Marshall for the Board to return to public session and carried by unanimous vote. The Board returned to public session at 1:47 PM.
