1. CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Bader, the Vice Chair, called the meeting to order at 1:00 PM.  The Board members were advised that Mr. Blackstone would be out of the country until August due to a death in the family.  The Board offered its condolences.
2. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
A motion was made by Mr. Prioleau, seconded by Ms. Corbin-Riddle and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the May 20, 2013 meeting, with corrections.
3. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT
Registrations – In the absence of Mr. Blackstone, Ms. Coar presented the Executive Director's Report.  Ms. Coar reported that there are 3,995 registered and 67 renewal tax preparers in the State Of Maryland. 
New Website Functions - Ms. Coar reported that the Board's webpage now includes a link to “Disciplinary Actions” on the COMPLAINT Tab that is accessible to the public.  Also, Ms. Coar informed the Board members that a new CPE “audit checklist” has been created and implemented to assist registered tax preparers in assembling necessary CPE documentation for the Board. 
Maryland Society of Accountant’s 2nd Annual Reception - Ms. Steinwedel reported to the Board on the Maryland Society of Accountant's 2nd Annual Reception.  Ms. Steinwedel reported there were 100 people who attended to the reception.   Ms. Steinwedel informed the Board that there were a number of individuals asking about the future of the IRS examination in light of the U.S. District Court's decision in Loving v. IRS, and what the impact of the decision would be on the Board. Ms. Steinwedel reported that Mr. Blackstone addressed this issue at the reception and advised that the Board is currently proceeding with creating its own examination.  Mr. Blackstone also noted that, if the Loving v. IRS decision is overturned, or if new federal legislation is enacted empowering the IRS to create a federal examination, the Board may revisit the issue. 
     4.  OLD BUSINESS

Board Vacancy – Harry Loleas is continuing the search for a candidate to fill the current vacancy on the Board.  
5.  NEW BUSINESS
Board Exam Committee report -- Mr. Bader reported to the Board on the progress of the solicitation of vendors for a Maryland Tax Preparer Examination.  The Board was advised that, Jada Fletcher, DLLR Procurement Specialist Supervisor, will schedule a meeting within the coming weeks to determine if there are any subcontracting opportunities on this contract for minority and veteran-owned businesses.  Mr. Bader also advised that drafting the scope of work for the Request for Proposals ("RFP") is ongoing, and that the current draft is being reviewed by both DLLR Procurement personnel and by Board Counsel.
Draft RFP -- The current draft RFP was circulated among the Board members for review.
6.  CORRESPONDENCE

The Board received an e-mail from Darlene Wills who expressed concern about obtaining 4 hours of Maryland specific CPE.  Prior to the meeting, Mr. Blackstone acknowledged Ms. Wills' concerns, and informed her that MSA, MACPA, and NATP have begun to offer such courses. 
Complaint Committee Report – There being no meeting, there was no report presented.

The next meeting of the Board will be held on Monday, August 12, 2013 at 1:00 PM.
8.  ADJOURNMENT
