3. Description of the training offered:

The Asian American Center of Frederick (AACF), in partnership with Hagerstown Community College, offers a
free 100-hour training program to prepare participants for Community Health Worker (CHW) certification in
Maryland. In addition, participants can take advantage of a free 40-hour interpreter training to qualify for work
in healthcare, education, and human services. The program includes multiple training modules and a required
practicum to complete certification requirements.

4. Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industry-recognized certifications:

CHW Program:
Students who complete the training and practicum will receive a Certificate of Completion, which qualifies
them to apply for CHW Certification in Maryland.

Interpreter Program:

Participants receive certificates based on their language proficiency:

-Level | — Qualified Interpreter: For advanced/technical assignments (ACTFL Superior or Advanced High).
-Level Il — Professionally Trained Interpreter: For intermediate assignments (ACTFL Advanced Mid or Low).
-Level Il — Hospitality Interpreter: For basic tasks like greeting clients or scheduling (below ACTFL Advanced
Low).

5. Am | eligible?

To be eligible, participants must:

1. Be 18 or more years old

2. Have high school or higher level of education

3. Have legal status and authorization to work in the United States
4. (For interpreters) Be bilingual

5. (For interpreters) Take English Proficiency Test
