	7  What job positions might I be eligible for once I complete the training: CNA Salary (Maryland):

The average hourly rate of Certified Nursing Assistants (CNA) in Maryland is around $20 to $21 per hour, though this can vary significantly based on location, experience, and facility. Entry-level rates are often in the $16-$19 range, while more experienced CNAs or those in travel roles can earn $25 or more per hour.
