3. Description of the training offered:

Trainees can become a Pharmacy Technician (PT). Pharmacy Technicians assist pharmacists in hospitals or
freestanding pharmacies. They are typically involved in customer interactions, insurance claim processing,
maintaining inventories and filling prescriptions. This training at CCBC is a 145-hour program, twice per week
in the evenings over the span of six months. Upon successful completion of the program, graduates are
required to take the Pharmacy Technician Certification Exam (PTCE), offered through the Pharmacy
Technician Certification Board (PCTB) to become a Certified Pharmacy Technician (CPhT).

4. Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industry-recognized certifications:

Upon successful completion of the program, you will be awarded a CCBC Continuing Education Certificate and will be
prepared to take the national certification exam through the Pharmacy Technician Certification Board to become a
Certified Pharmacy Technician.

e Be committed to completing all requirements of the program
e Be willing and able to obtain employment upon training completion
e Successfully pass both a federal and state background check
e Successfully complete a drug screening
