	3  Description of the training offered: The Dental Assistant training program lasts approximately 16–20 weeks and includes instruction in Dental Assisting, as well as certifications in CPR, First Aid, and HIPAA compliance.

Dental Assistants play a key role in dental offices by supporting dentists in delivering patient care. Their responsibilities often include preparing operatories, taking dental impressions, and assisting with procedures such as fillings and root canals. 

In addition to clinical support, Dental Assistants may also help with administrative tasks like scheduling appointments, managing reception duties, sterilizing equipment, and performing oral radiography. 

Work hours are typically during standard daytime shifts, though some positions may require evening or weekend availability depending on the practice.

	4  Trainees have the opportunity to earn the following industryrecognized certifications: After completing the program, students will be eligible to take the radiography certification exam, prepared to gain an entry level dental assistant position.

	5  Am I eligible: All students must be computer literate with internet access. Before starting clinicals, students must submit the following:
-Negative PPD (within 6 months) or chest X-ray (within 1 year) 
-Proof of immunity or vaccination for MMR and varicella
-Hepatitis B vaccination or declination form
-Tetanus shot (within 10 years)
-High school diploma or GED
-Current flu shot
-Background check and drug screening
	6  What is the application process: Provisional Entry: Students must attend an orientation session prior to registration and successfully complete an academic readiness exam. 
	7  What job positions might I be eligible for once I complete the training: The average Certified Dental Assistant salary in Maryland is $50,779. The average hourly pay for a Certified Dental Assistant is $24.41 per hour.
