3. Description of the training offered:

In partnership with CVS Health and Baltimore City Community College, Goodwill offers a 18 week
pre-certification program, where individuals will complete all of the prerequisites to sit for Maryland’s
Pharmacy Technician Certification Exam (PTCE), consisting of CPR training, Pharmacy Calculations and
Pharmacy Theory courses, followed by a 160 hour Pharmacy Technician Clinical provided by CVS Health.
This course is offered in-person for residents within Goodwill Industries of the Chesapeake’s region. The
course is at Baltimore City Community College.

6. What is the application process?

HOW TO REGISTER: Interested individuals should visit our website at
https://goodwillches.org/programs/pharmacy-technician-program/ and complete a submission form to begin the intake process.

All applicants are required to undergo an intake process. This involves a team member reaching out to gather demographic
information from you. Typically, the intake lasts about 30 minutes and is conducted via phone. After the intake is finished, applicants
will be added to the program's pending list.

ENROLLMENT: Once an applicant completes the intake process, a team member will contact them to arrange their TABE
Assessment. Should the applicant achieve the necessary qualifying scores, they will proceed to an interview that includes a
background check. Upon successfully finishing the interview, the applicant will receive an offer to enroll in the course.

7. How much can | expect to earn if | complete this program and obtain employment?

Pharmacy Technicians can expect to make an average of $16.50 an hour.

8. How much do | have to pay for this program?

This program is offered at no cost to participants. Goodwill covers the cost of tuition, books, etc. and provides
transportation assistance.
