COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
Fred Willing, Chief Investigator, submitted an oral report for FY 2009.  A complete printed report and the total number of complaints was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Complaint Committee reports that there are a total of 92 open complaints, 28 complaints under Intake Review, 16 complaints in pre-charge review, 8 complaints in OAH, 8 complaints for panel review, 4 complaints with criminal charges, 1 complaints inactive for civil court, 1 for technical review and 20 complaints under investigation.  These are the total complaints reviewed this reporting period, January 15, 2009 through February 11, 2009.
MOTION II was made by Mr. Bell, seconded by Mr. Gawne, and unanimously carried to approve the complaint committee report without correction.

APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Timothy Craig, Review Committee member, submitted an oral report of reviewed application during the January 14, 2009 meeting.  A complete printed report and the total number of complaints was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there are a total of 18 of complaints received for review, 2 original apprentice applications were tabled requesting additional information, 1 original journey restricted application was tabled requesting additional information, 1 original apprentice application was denied and 14 original apprentice applications were approved.  These are the total applications reviewed.

Formal Hearing
   An applicant requested a hearing after being notified of the Board’s decision to deny an application for an original apprentice license in Case No.: HVAC-09-0078.  The license application was reviewed during the October 8, 2008 Board meeting and was denied after additional information was requested concerning the applicant’s criminal history, in accordance with Business Regulation Article, §9A-310.  The applicant provided supplemental, but incomplete, information, which was reviewed during the December 8, 2008 Board meeting.  The Board notified the applicant that it’s was not able to grant the license application based on the information provided by the applicant.  The applicant requested a formal hearing before the Board’s decision became final.
Counsel for the Board advised that applicant was not present at the scheduled time for the hearing, 10:00 a.m. and was given adequate notice of the hearing.  A returned signed receipt of notice by certified mail was entered into evidence.  After waiting 25 minutes, staff checked voice mail and found that the applicant had not left a message indicating his inability to attend or requesting a postponement.  Staff called the telephone number provided on original application and received message that “no calls were being accepted.”  In addition Steve Smitson, Assistant Commissioner for Occupational and Professional Licensing, also checked reception and the building security guard stations and found that the applicant had not signed in, as is normal procedure, to gain admittance to 500 N. Calvert Street, the location of the hearing as stated in the hearing notice.

The hearing was scheduled at the applicant’s request.  Documentation of service of the hearing notice was provided.  Due the applicant’s failure to appear to appear at the hearing, the Board’s decision to deny the license application became final in accordance with Business Regulation Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, §9A–311 (d).  The hearing concluded at 10:35 a.m.
