CALL TO ORDER
Vice Chairman, Larry LeDoyen, called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration (“HVACR”) Contractors (“Board”) to order at 9:30 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members of the Board reviewed the minutes of the December 10, 2008 Board meeting and MOTION I was made by Mr. Bell, seconded by Mr. Craig, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes without corrections.

COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT
Jack Lesho, Executive Director, submitted an oral report for FY 2008.  A complete printed report and the total number of complaints was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Complaint Committee reports that there are a total of 111 open complaints, 23 complaints under Intake Review, 41 complaints in pre-charge review, 8 complaints in OAH, 10 complaints for panel review, 4 complaints with criminal charges, 1 complaints inactive for civil court, 1 for technical review and 22 complaints under investigation.  These are the total complaints reviewed this reporting period, December 11, 2008 through January 14, 2009.
MOTION II was made by Mr. Craig, seconded by Mr. Bell, and unanimously carried to approve the complaint committee report without correction.

OLD BUSINESS
International Mechanical Code Exception

During the December Board meeting Mr. Lesho provided an email inquiry received from Donald Richardson, Architect for the Town of Easton, regarding the 2006 International Mechanical Code section 101.2 that makes the “exception for detached one and two family dwellings”, requested clarification and deletion of the exception because it excludes residential construction and he is requesting that the Board make an amendment to the IMC.  The State Board of HVACR Contractors has not adopted the International Residential Code (IRC) but did adopt the 2006 International Mechanical Code (IMC).   The Board determined that this would create a problem deleting the exception and asked Matthew Warner, Board member, to review the IRC and to bring recommendations at the January 2009 meeting.  With the report from Mr. Warner, the Board determined to appoint a review committee to review the code and the exception and to bring back a recommendation at the March or April Board meeting.  The review committed appointed includes industry members Mr. Warner, Mr. Gawne and Mr. LeDoyen, Vice Chair will advise.

NEW BUSINESS
Reciprocal Licensing with Virginia
Vice-Chair, Mr. LeDoyen asked staff to contact the Virginia licensing Board and set up a time to communicate with him to establish reciprocity with the Maryland HVACR Board.  The Maryland HVACR Board will need to know what the qualifications are to obtain a Virginia license and if it is comparable to Maryland.

This is tabled until the regularly scheduled March meeting.

Motion III was made by Mr. Steve Heidler, seconded by Mr. James Johnson, and unanimously carried that the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning, and Refrigeration Contractors go into Executive Session, at 10:05 a.m., 500 N. Calvert Street, 3rd Floor Conference Room, Baltimore, Maryland 21202.  The meeting is permitted to be closed pursuant to State Government Article, Annotated Code of Maryland, § 10-508(a)(7).  The purpose of the meeting was to consult with counsel to review and discuss confidential materials pertaining to applicants for licensure.
The Board reconvened into public session at 10:15 a.m.
Formal Hearing
Counsel for the Board gave a brief summary of the formal hearing scheduled for this meeting.  An applicant requested to apply for an original apprentice license.  The applicant’s application was reviewed initially during the July 8, 2008 Board meeting and was denied license due to the number, frequency, and nature of the convictions, and because only a few years have passed since the most recent convictions.  The applicant requested a formal hearing.
Motion V was made by Mr. Walter Bell, seconded by Mr. Matthew Warner, and unanimously carried that the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning, and Refrigeration Contractors to reconvene into Executive Session, at 10:20 a.m.
Motion VI made by Mr. Bell, seconded by Mr. Gawne and unanimously carried to have Matthew Warner, Board member service as Vice Chair in the absences of Mr. LeDoyen at the February 11th meeting.
Application Review Committee
Board members, Timothy Craig, Walter Bell and Robert Gawne are appointed to review all applications that are presented during the Executive Session and are authorized to approve, ask for more information or table the applications until next scheduled meeting.  There was no motion made to accept the dispositions rendered during application review in the Executive Session.
