CALL TO ORDER
Vice Chairman, Larry LeDoyen, called the Business Meeting of the State Board of Heating, Ventilation, Air-Conditioning and Refrigeration (“HVACR”) Contractors (“Board”) to order at 9:30 a.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
The members of the Board reviewed the minutes of the April 8, 2009 Board meeting and MOTION I was made by Mr. Bell, seconded by Mr. Craig, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes without corrections.

COMPLAINT COMMITTEE REPORT

APPLICATION REVIEW COMMITTEE REPORT
Timothy Craig, Application Review Committee member, submitted an oral report of reviewed applications during the May 13, 2009 meeting.  A complete printed report and the total number of applications was made available for review.  The report given is as follows and may be amended:  The Application Review Committee reports that there are a total of 7 applications  received for review, 4 original apprentice applications, 1 renewal journey application, 2 original apprentice applications were tabled requesting additional. These are the total applications reviewed.
MOTION II was made by Mr. Gawne, seconded by Mr. Bell, and unanimously carried to approve the application review committee report without correction.

OLD BUSINESS
Update on Reciprocity with Virginia TeleConference scheduled held April 28, 2009
Larry LeDoyen, Vice Chair, was the contact person representing the Board during the scheduled teleconference with Virginia to continue discussion of potential reciprocity with the Maryland Heating, Ventilation, Air-conditioning and Refrigeration (“HVACR”).  Both the Virginia Board staff and Maryland HVACR Board members will meet at a scheduled meeting on Thursday, May 28th at 10:30 a.m.   Mr. LeDoyen is asking that those who can, attend this meeting.
NEW BUSINESS
None.
CORRESPONDENCE  
An applicant sat for journey examination and failed the exam by one point.  The passing grade for all examinations is 70%.  The applicant indicates that during the exam, he noticed a question that he believes did not belong on the examination. The candidate returned to the examination center and retook the exam and again failed the exam by one point.  The candidate states that the questions being challenged regards oil safety and maximum distance between hangers for one inch residential refrigeration piping.  Staff is asked to contact PSI in reference to this inquiry.  Board members concluded that the exam would need to be reviewed to determine if the question was incorrect, and that the letter from the exam candidate should be forwarded to PSI so that the questions may be reviewed and verified either correct or incorrect.  Also the Board suggests that a letter should be forwarded to PSI with the candidate’s letter requesting a response by the Board’s June 10, 2009 meeting. 

COUNSEL'S REPORT

CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
Mr. LeDoyen, Vice Chair, is requesting that the Board pursue legislation that would increase the number of board members by two additional industry members without regard to jurisdiction.  These new members would be at-large members.

MOTION III was made by Mr. Warner, seconded by Mr. Bell, and unanimously carried that Board staff seek Departmental legislative concept approval for legislation in the 2010 session that would increase board membership to two additional at-large members.

Mr. LeDoyen is requesting that a discussion be initiated that would address the failure rate of the license exam(s) administered b the Board’s testing vendor, PSI. The Board will address the availability of training to be offered to exam candidates prior to sitting for the examination in order to encourage licensees in preparing themselves to pass the license exam and obtain license.

License Application Hearing: Case No.: HVAC-09-0109
The Board convened in Executive Session after the License Application Hearing in Case No.: HVAC-09-0109.  After reviewing the evidence presented and the testimony of the license applicant at the hearing, including evidence pertaining the applicant’s youth, the nature of applicant’s criminal history and the behavior and activities of the applicant since his conviction, the Board determined that the applicant’s criminal history should not be a bar to apprentice licensure.  The Board delivered its decision, including its factual findings and legal conclusion on the record and ordered that the apprentice license application be granted.

One applicant was denied to sit for the journey restricted license examination.
