Guaranty Fund 

The Guaranty Fund balance for September 30, 2009 is $1,355,164.06.  The Commission agreed to discuss the current Guaranty Fund assessment at its January meeting.
Inquiries
Two Story Modular Storage Buildings

The Commission received an inquiry from a business owner that installs Two Story Modular Storage Buildings on existing residential properties.  The owner asked whether a home improvement license is required to install the structures.  The Commission agreed that the buildings are within the jurisdiction of the Commission and that a MHIC license would be required.  
Realtor Painting Houses for Clients (Free)


The Commission received an inquiry from a realtor who would like to offer to paint the residences of homeowners who list their houses for sale with him.  The realtor would provide free labor and the homeowners would supply the paint.  The Commission decided that a MHIC license would be required.  
Legislative Proposals

The Commission’s two legislative proposals have been submitted to the Office of the Secretary.  These include the proposal to create a civil citation and the proposal to amend the Guaranty Fund eligibility to individuals who reside in the home that is the subject of the Guaranty Fund claim, or whose immediate family members reside in the home.  Rental properties would be excluded.  The proposal further prevents a homeowner from recovering from the Fund an amount in excess of the amount paid by or on behalf of the homeowner to the contractor against whom the claim is filed.
