CALL TO ORDER


Chairman Schulman called the meeting to order at 2:05 p.m.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES


Motion (I) was made by Captain Prenger, seconded by Captain Fithian, and unanimously carried to approve the minutes of the January 10, 2014 meeting as submitted.
INCIDENT COMMITTEE REPORT

Motion (II) was made by Captain Nielsen, seconded by Captain Prenger, and unanimously carried to accept the Incident Committee's Report.
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PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported a decrease in arrivals compared to last year due to several factors including larger vessels.  Number of shifts are better than last year indicating a return to normal levels.  The "Pilots Years of Service" report indicates that 14 pilots have 25+ years of service and could retire at any time.  It also shows that a majority of pilots have less than 25 years of service.  The "Pilot Ages” report shows the number of pilots broken down by age categories.  There are a large number of pilots 55 years of age and older but the largest number is in the 35-39 category.  A new survey for the next five years was performed and gathered very useful information.  It is projected that three pilots will retire in 2014.  There is no change in the tonnage report.    


The "Proposed Pilot Complement" report projects the number of pilots-in-training needed through 2020.   Captain Nielsen stated he is somewhat concerned about the future level of port calls.  He believes that the target number of the pilot complement should be in the low 60's rather than high 60's.  The Board will reconsider selection of apprentices at the June meeting.  

PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE

There was no report of the Selection Committee.

WORK RULES COMMITTEE

There was no report of the Work Rules Committee.
QUALIFICATION COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that Captain John Kinlein is eligible for a 32' limited license effective May 1, 2014.  He further reported that Captain Eric Shea is eligible for 36' limited license as of May 1, 2014, and that  Captain Adam Lucas and Captain James Luke are both eligible for 40' limited licenses as of May 1, 2014.  

Motion (III) was made by Captain Adams, seconded by Captain Nielsen, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Qualification Committee.

OTHER BUSINESS

As a result of Chairman Schulman's suggestion that efforts be made to keep in contact with the individuals on the list so that they remain interested in being selected for a Maryland pilot position, Ms. Edwards distributed a draft newsletter for the Board's review.
