PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported the following:

Arrivals – there was a slight increase compared to 2015.
Shifts – down slightly from last year. 
Cargo – figures for 2016 have not yet been released.  
Pilot Years of Service – no significant change from the last report.
Pilot Ages – no significant change from the last report.
Retiring Pilots – two pilots retired in 2016, it is projected that two may retire in 2017, one in 2018 and five are projected to retire in 2019.
Port Reports – The Panama Canal is projected to bring an increase of bigger ships and a decrease in smaller ships.  More coal was moving in December this year than last year.  Sparrows Point ship yard and Trade Point Atlantic are also accepting ships.  
Proposed Pilot Complement – the complement should stay in the mid 60’s.  No action was taken today.
Motion (III) was made by Chairman McCoy, seconded by Timothy Kassel, and unanimously carried to accept the Pilot Complement Report.
