CALL TO ORDER

Motion (II) was made by Captain Nielsen, seconded by Captain Prenger, and unanimously carried to accept the Incident Committee's Report.
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PILOT COMPLEMENT REPORT


Captain Nielsen reported a 10% decrease in arrivals and shifts compared to last year.  The "Pilots Years of Service" report indicates that 1 pilots have 25+ years of service and could retire at any time.  It also shows that a majority of pilots have less than 25 years of service.  The "Pilot Ages” report shows the number of pilots broken down by age categories.  There are a large number of pilots 55 years of age and older but the largest number is in the 35-39 category.  The graph indicates that four pilots will retire in 2013.  Six are projected to retire in 2014.


There is no change in the tonnage report.  Total foreign cargo was slightly less than last year's record high, but general cargo reached a record high and bulk cargo is slightly less than last year's record high.  


The "Proposed Pilot Complement" report projects the number of pilots-in-training needed through 2020.   Captain Nielsen stated that two new pilots-in-training will start on November 1, 2013 - Brian Arthur and Mark Farren.  He anticipates starting two new pilots-in-training each year to keep the total number of pilots at the desired level.    
PILOT-IN-TRAINING SELECTION COMMITTEE

Captain Prenger stated that the Committee completed the interview process.  He said that although nine candidates were offered opportunities to ride ships, no one on the current list was invited for a ride-along this time.  The Committee met on September 6th to finalize the list.  Thirteen names are on the list which he presented to the Executive Director.  The names are in the order in which they will be selected.  Captain Prenger summarized that 27 people were interviewed- three were not able to appear.  He stated that it was an incredibly qualified group of candidates.


Chairman Schulman urged that efforts be made to keep in contact with the individuals on the list so that they remain interested in being selected for a Maryland pilotage position.

WORK RULES COMMITTEE

There was no report of the Work Rules Committee.
QUALIFICATION COMMITTEE


Chairman Schulman reported that John Jamroga has served as a pilot-in-training for two years and is eligible for a 32' limited license effective November 1, 2013.  Chairman Schulman further reported that Captain Joseph Schwartzstein and Captain Eric Pickett are eligible for upgrades to a 36' Limited License as of November 1, 2013.  


Motion (III) was made by Captain Prenger, seconded by Captain Fithian, and unanimously carried to accept the recommendations of the Qualification Committee.
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OLD BUSINESS

Letter from the National Transportation Safety Board

The Board reviewed a letter dated August 13, 2013 from Deborah Hersman, Chairman of the National Transportation Safety Board, stating that the Board's last letter dated May 20, 203 was satisfactory and the Safety Recommendation M-11-20 is classified as "Closed".  The Board expressed its pleasure that this matter has been resolved.
